The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Given: P.Q.M Wastewater Plant is requesting approval for Treasurer, State of Ohio for annual discharge fee in the amount of $5,200.00.  Funds will be paid from Water Pollution – Permit Fees account.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for increase of $500.00 for the masonry work to be performed by Rogers Construction at Constance Pilawski of 1419 Narragansett Boulevard, Lorain. Work will begin as soon as this portion or the work is approved. 

Mr. Krasienko: They have supplied an explanation regarding why they needed this increase. At the time of his site inspection he did not know there was 12” block to be replaced: requiring more mortar, Durawall cost more and so does the 12” block.

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for the Direct Beneficiary Agreement for Direct Action for Central Lorain (DACL) to utilize PY2007 Home Program funds to increase its organizational capacity to provide housing to low-to moderate-income eligible families in Central Lorain. Specifically the City will provide DACL $5,000 to increase their operating capacity and their ability to assist income eligible families with their housing needs. Home funds for capacity building were appropriated and approved by Lorain City Council on November 5, 2007 Ordinance No. 178-07.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for Lottery ads in The Morning Journal in the amount of $578.77 to cover the cost to run the ad for two days in The Morning Journal. In accordance with Ordinances No. 117-07 and No. 104-01, a lottery ad to purchase infill homes at the 10th and Brownell site will be displayed in the Morning Journal once per week for two consecutive weeks.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for Lorain Growth Corporation Subrecipient Agreement with Lorain Growth Corporation. The Agreement is for $24,000 and includes office space and utility assistance. This project was approved with the passage of the CDBG Ordinance 175-07. 

Mr. Krasienko: That is the annual Subrecipient Agreement with Lorain Growth Corp.

Mr. Given: Nothing new?

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for change in specs at 3447 Albany Ave. in the amount of $246.00 for Elyria Concrete Step. The original specs asked for wood newel posts, spindles and railing installed per code on the stairs leading to the second floor. There was no response for the wood for the handrail.  Amount of contract will not exceed program limits.

Mr. Krasienko: This is a request from the Mayor’s Office to purchase a vehicle through State Purchasing. Kerry Ford 2008 Ford Escape Hybrid.

Mr. Given: Also you informed us that Ford is no longer leasing vehicles at this value. Is that correct?

Mr. Krasienko: It has become and almost impossible process and with us purchasing the vehicle we can just keep passing it down instead of going through a difficult process. 

Mr. Given: Obviously part of the Ordinance for the Mayor’s position defines the fact that there is a car allowance or car is provided as part of the package. Total amount is $24,899.00 funds will come from the Mayor’s Office – Capital Outlay to pay for this purchase.
