The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for Loan Reserve Deposit for Urban Redevelopment Loan in the amount of $50,000.  Ordinance 113-03 and 142-06 which authorized the Safety/Service Director to enter into agreements necessary for the Urban Redevelopment Loan (URL) with the State of Ohio for the Colorado Industrial Park. Section 3 of this Ordinance authorizes the creation of an “Urban Redevelopment Loan Debt Service Account” into which the city will deposit $50,000 annually to be used as collateral for the City’s URL. The funds were appropriated in the 2008 CDBG budget as it has been for the past couple of years. 

Mr. Rangel:  This will be the fifth installment of the $50,000. This is required by the State of Ohio where by we would put up to one years worth of principal and interest into the account so that if we could not make that payment, then the payment would be drawn out and the loan agreement states that there always should be at least one years principal and interest payment in this account. 

Mr. Given: Is this the fifth and final installment?

Mr. Rangel: This should be the fifth installment it depends because the documents states that it has to be one year principal and interest and the amount we have in there this amount should be sufficient to cover the 2.3 million dollar loan because it is a ten year loan. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: The Police Department is requesting approval for Centurytel in the amount of $13,378.20. This is for a contract with Centurytel for the equipment/installation to provide video arraignments for prisoner visitation once the jail opens. This item was budgeted in with the jail cost and is to be paid from the building fund.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Police Department is requesting approval for Identix in the amount of $24,579.00. This is for the purchase of a Live Scan Fingerprint Machine that is necessary for the Jail. The vendor for this equipment is on the State Purchasing Contract. Funds are currently available in our temporary budget – Special Revenue Fund. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Police Department is requesting approval for CDWG in the amount of $22,794.00. This purchase is necessary to begin upgrading the Mobile Data computers in our police vehicles. The original laptops were purchased in 2001 and most of them do not have the XP operating system, which is a requirement for future software upgrades. This is State Purchasing and funds will be paid out of the Special Revenue. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Street Department is requesting approval for Judco in the amount of $14,676.72. This is for the purchase of variable parts to have in stock through the winter season for all the trucks all the snowplows. Mayor, this is what I spoke to you about earlier this week on how the Street Department wanted to carry inventory.
