The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Given: Utilities Department is requesting approval for Hannon and North Shore Pumps for the following:

1. 15 MGD pump in low service. Visual inspection by a technician from North Shore Pumps indicated a probable problem with the shaft on this pump. A similar problem with a different pump in low service was repaired in 2007. The pumps are the same age. A low service pump is a pump used to draw water from Lake Erie.  Repairs will be amount $8,000.

2. 10 MGD (10B) pump in high service. 10 B has not been operating properly for a couple of months. Winding temperatures on this pump are elevated and an inspection in October indicated the shaft on this pump is almost .01” (.008”) out of true. The motor and shaft on this pump will both need to be repaired. These are two separate tasks that will be performed by two different companies. Approximate cost will be around $17,000 based on experience and cost of a previous repair. A High Service pump is used to pump treated water into the distribution system. 

Both these items will be paid out of the Water Works – Capital Outlay Fund. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.
