The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for regarding Subrecipient Agreement Renewal for Lorain Development Corp. The overall cost of his contract ($85,000 for fourth consecutive year) is extremely small compared to amount of money that is being overseen and constantly monitored. I recommend immediate approval of this contract in order to all the existing loan requests in process to continue and not delay the funding of loans previously approved. Funding of this contract can be found in the CDBG budget attached to Ordinance 177-08 that City Council approved on November 17, 2008 under Section 8, Line F, Lorain Development Corporation of the CDBG Budget 2009 for $85,000.

Mayor Krasienko: Is that the same contract that has been used in previous years?

Mr. Rangel: Yes, same contract that has been used for the last ten (10) plus years and the amount is still the same $85,000.00. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Subrecipient Agreement renewal for Lorain Development Corporation in the amount of $85,000.00

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of the All American Trucking & Excavating proposal for demolition of 217 Colorado Ave., Lorain in the amount of $12,600.00. The City acquired this property as part of the acquisition of land for the Harborwalk Project. Three proposals were obtained for the demolition:

· Elbert - $12,809.00

· All-American Trucking and Excavating - $12,600.00

· LAD Trucking - $19,646.00

Funds will be charged to Riverfront URP Phase II.

Mayor Krasienko: Is this the only property we own in that area?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes.

Mr. Gilchrist: There is a property right next door, an adjacent building, but we don’t’ own that do we? 

Mr. Goldberg: No, actually it’s Paul’s brother who owns that building.

Mayor Krasienko: What is the plan for that lot after we demo that building?

Mr. Goldberg: We will land bank it for long term. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve All American Trucking & Excavating for demolition of 217 Colorado Ave., in the amount of $12,600.00

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development regarding bid recommendations for the Parks & Recreation Department Fence and Backstop replacement/repair at various city parks. The following bids were opened on Thursday, January 15, 2009 at 10:15 a.m.

All bids and contract documents were reviewed for completeness and compliance. It is our recommendation that a contract be awarded to the Petty Group, LLC for Oakwood Park #1 and Oakwood Park #2 in the amount of $24,356. Furthermore, it is our recommendation that a second contract be awarded to Elyria Fence, Inc. in the amount of $20,700 for work at Lakeview Park, Maple Park, and Homewood Park. The combined cost for both contracts shall be $45,036. The budget for this project is $50,000 with $35,000 allocated through the Solid Waste Management District Recycle Grant Account and $15,000 from the Park Land Trust Account.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contract with Petty Group in the amount of $24,356 and to approve contract with Elyria Fence in the amount of $20,700. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for relocation of existing HVAC ductwork for Staton Sports Connection, 3480 Colorado Ave., Lorain. During a recent inspection by the installer of the batting cage equipment it was strongly suggested that the existing ductwork be re-located to avoid damage by the baseballs. The Community Development Department, through the assistance of the City’s Prevailing wage Coordinator, contacted Luxury Heating Company to perform this work. Since this work requires the use of lifts and other equipment, it is strongly recommended that it be performed prior to the turf installation. The turf installation is scheduled for Tuesday, January 20, 2009. Therefore, should this item receive Board of Control approval on 1/20/09 the contractor would commence work immediately. The cost for the above-referenced work is $2,600. Funds for labor and material to perform this work will come from the HUD 108 revolving loan fund. 

Mayor Krasienko: That extends is loan, correct?

Mr. Rangel: It won’t extend the loan it will be added onto the loan.  

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Luxury Heating Company in the amount of $2,600.00 for relocation of existing HVAC ductwork for Staton Sports Connection. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
