The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for an additional $475.00 for Centurytel Services. The Infill Houses at 3851 Denver, 3836 Toledo, 3318 Victory, and 3244 Victory and the renovated house at 914 West 10th St. remain unsold. They all have outside alarms. This would cover the cost of telephone and security system service, for the remainder of the year. A total of $2,375.00 is needed to cover the expense.   

Mayor Krasienko: I talked to Drake about that we need this to have the alarm system operating and it takes the phone lines to do that. It has a basic line the only down side is because our tax id number is a business id they charge us for a business line so we are not paying a residential rate at this time we are paying a business rate. I have to contact Centurytel vocally to see if I can change that, but I do think we need to move forward on this. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Utilities Department is requesting approval for Superior Electric in the amount of $24,000.00 for four high voltage breaker replacements.  

Mayor Krasienko: Have you been able to talk this over with Corey Timko? 

Mr. Given: No, lets have him come in. Mr. Timko could you get us at least one or two more quotes on these items?

Corey Timko: Yes, I could. I probably can have some for you tomorrow.

Mr. Given: Lets hold this in abeyance until next week so we can go over some other quotes.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Given: Community Development is requesting approval for Haynes Construction of Norwalk in the amount of $242,772.97 to be charged to EDA Financial Assistance/Riverbend Industrial Park – Contractual Services. After a thorough review for completeness, accuracy, and capacity, Haynes Construction was deemed to have the lowest, responsible bid proposal of the five contractors that submitted bids. Haynes has previously done wetland construction work at the City’s Elmwood Wetland Preserve. It should be noted that Haynes had submitted a bid of $241,892.97, however, due to a mathematical error on the part of the contractor the bid should have been $880 higher, which results in a total contract amount of $242,772.97. 

Mayor Krasienko: I called Don Romancak on this because I was a little concern that Haynes was a $100,000 low and its all labor and very little material and he confirmed with Haynes regarding his bid and Haynes said the worked with Elmwood before.

Mr. Given: So they have a record with the city?

Mayor Krasienko: Yes, but a $100,000 low, we are going to have to watch that contract very carefully. Could you read off the rest of the bidders and their totals?

Mr. Given:  Contractor – Aaron Landscaping - $410, 183.00, Fabrizi - $521.915.13, Haynes Construction - $241,892.97, K.M.U Trucking & Excavation Inc. - $374,962.92, Meadville Land Service, Inc.- $349,470.00

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Given and Safety Director Mr. Given to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Given…aye, Given…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.
