The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development is requesting approval for Columbia Gas Service at 914 West 10th St. The renovated house at 914 West 10th St. is still being advertised for sale. An additional $500 is requested to open a purchase for Columbia Gas. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is this to keep the pipes from freezing?

Mr. Gilchrist: Rey would you like to respond on this?

Mr. Carrion: Howard would be able to comment on this project. 

Mr. Goldberg: That was a property that was donated, that was completely renovated and now up for sale and just like the Mayor said it is just a precaution to make sure we have heat going at the minimum to protect the property. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development is requesting approval for Americon Incorporated. This purchase order was to repair water damage, remove debris, and repair leaks caused by damage at 3480 Colorado Avenue when the out side gas line valve was shut off by vandals causing water lines to freeze and brake. Americon was contacted and was mobilized and on site within one hour of the call. Their quick response saved the City from major water and mold damage at this site. The cost of their services was in excess of $25,000 it was negotiated down to $23,600 and then at the request of Dan Given to $20,000. Can I get some background on this?

Mr. Goldberg: This is a property that we own and we have it back on the market. Unfortunately vandals or kids found a gas valve and shut off the line going into the building and with the help of both the water department noticing it and this company being out within an hour of the call we probably minimized our damages significantly and then they were also gracious enough to negotiate the price. 

Mr. Carrion: We were lucking that the water department drove by and seen that there was so much water going into the building that the windows were pretty much broken.

Mr. Gilchrist: How are these repairs going to prevent that this doesn’t happen again in the future?

Mr. Goldberg: Preventing anyone from the outside to have any access to those valves. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is the water shut off at the curb stop now?

Mr. Goldberg: Its shut off inside the building at the main and we are maintaining heating the building.

Mayor Krasienko: Why?

Mr. Goldberg: Mainly fear that something else could go wrong. We never like to winterize our properties if we got them on the market.  Is that something you would like us to consider?

Mr. Gilchrist: We will table it for now, but I might want to take a look at that by a case-by-case scenario.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development is requesting approval for the following items relative to the Lorain Police 12 Day Jail Project:

1. Security Solution, Inc. – Materials associated with shower rods and curtains, etc.  $1,083.00

2. Advanced Wiring & Security Solutions – Installation of four additional security cameras.  $ 2,690.00

3. Rex Pipe – Replacement of thirty-two acorn valve assemblies inside the sink/water closet units.  $16,448.00

4. Armatas Construction- Perform labor work in connection to the replacement of thirty-two valve units.  $3,400.00

5. Able Fence Company – Material to be installed at suicide cell.  $5,861.00

6. Bob Barker Company – Four foam breakaway shower rods and curtains for existing shower stalls.  $253.19

7. ThyssenKrupp Elevator – Installation of four new key switches in the exiting elevator.  $1,250.00

Total amount requested in finishing this project is $30,985.19. Funds for these expenditures shall be borne form the existing Lorain Police Jail Action Plan Bond Account. 

Mr. Carrion: The largest item on the above pricing is for Rex Pipe for $16,448.00 and the reason being we went through those units individually and priced them out at $4,000 each for the combination system and we went through and actually cleaned them for amount $800 all thirty-two units and we had them for amount two months and we are having nothing but problems with them we tried cleaning them several times and they are to the point that we can not get them to work.  

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Street Department is requesting approval for Vasu Communications Inc. in the amount of $8,911.60 for radios for street department trucks. I asked Mr. Camera to give me a little bit more time on this so I can research an alternative route. So at this time we are going to hold this item in abeyance.
