The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development is requesting approval for an increase of Owner Occupied Rehab Loan for Lydia Rodriquez of 1426 West 19th St., Lorain in the amount of $11,950.00 at a 4-½% interest rate with a minimum payment of $20.00. At the same time we are asking for approval and award of the needed emergency work at her home to be performed by The Burge Building Company, Inc. in the amount of $10559.88 to perform the following work: repair porch decking, torch down roofing, roofing and sheathing of house and garage, replace aluminum fascia on garage and replace aluminum siding and J-trim on back of the house. Total amount of three notes will be $38,751.00, which the City of Lorain owns the only notes on this property. 

Mr. Goldberg: That property is secured by a mortgage and this person meets the qualifications could not possibly get financing elsewhere. We do get the money back when the home sells.  Funds will come from the Owner Occupied Rehab Loan Account.

On February 18, 2008 the City of Lorain’s Board of Control approved a request from The Department of Community Development relative to the installation of four security cameras in the 12-day Jail. Since the approval, the Lorain Police Department and the City’s MIS Director, Dave Comer, have recommended that all four cameras be upgraded to an IP Video camera. Installation of these four IP video cameras will be installed over the booking and counter area. Why are we upgrading?

Mr. Carrion: (not present on the phone) For this particular area it was recommended that we have IP video cameras show they would have a better, shaper image. The capture angel of the new IP camera is greatly enhanced over analog camera allowing more are to be recorded and fewer cameras.

$704.00. The security monitoring at the remaining four-infill homes has to be continued until the properties are sold. (3318 Victory, 3244 Victory, 3851 Denver, 3836 Toledo) This is for the time period of March 1, 2008 thru February 28, 2009. This will be changed to the In-Fill Housing Projects Fund.

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development is requesting approval for change in spec for Cleon Elliott at 1103 Washington Ave. to have work done by Action Plumbing & Sewer Clean in the amount to $300.00. Action Plumbing did the original repair to the main sewer line last week and at that time he discovered an additional drain leak form the bathroom sink. The owner’s assistant did a temporary repair. This will repair the leak and run 5 to 10ft. of drain line.    

Mayor Krasienko: Is this already an Owner Occupied Rehab Loan? 

Mr. Goldberg: Yes, this is.

Mr. Gilchrist: The amount for this will not exceed program limits.

Mr. Gilchrist: Building Department is requesting approval for Mr. Scott Mularoni for plan review services. Mr. Scott Mularoni has proposed to conduct plan reviews for the City at a rate of $50.00 per hour. Mr. Tony Bumbalis has proposed to conduct plan reviews for the City at a rate of $90.00 per hour. It is my recommendation that the Board of Control authorize The Lorain Building Department to utilize the services of Mr. Mularoni for the purposed plan review at the rate of $50.00 per hour. Purchase orders to cover these services will be funded from Contractual Service. 

Mr. Dore: The Building Department has to get on record with the Ohio Board of Building Standards. The Building Department did go out a get a few estimates and this Mr. Mularoni was the lowest and has done work for us in the past and he will come pick up the plans. We will take the plans to an office in Amherst and he will pick them up there. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.
