The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities – Purification for requisition is for replacement of malfunctioning starter motor on 12 MGD pump in purification through Sandusky Electric. This is a pump used in low service to pump water from the raw well. The 12 MGD pump is used daily so replacement is critical. This is with Sandusky Electric and the amount is $5,450.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve a purchase order for Sandusky Electric in the amount of $5,450.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of change order for Interior Water Proofing of Real Wall at 2217 West 13th St. Lorain. 
Mr. Hopewell: This request is to address recent moisture discovered during the walk through along with the purchaser just before the scheduled closing. We had the contractor (Rogers Construction) go out and he gave us three prices as follows:
1. Water proof south basement wall and three feet of east and west basement walls, inside method. This is no warranty on this work. Total price $1,500.00

2. If sump pump system is installed there will be a ten year warranty on all work mentioned above. The difference in the price would be an extra $700.00

3. The total price for both jobs mentioned above would be $2,200.00.

Approval of the above-mentioned work will alleviate any moisture/water infiltration problems and be warranted for ten years. 

Mr. Dore: So he is doing the interior, the troth?

Mr. Gilchrist: This is including the sump pump?

Mr. Hopewell: Yes, if we go with the total price of $2,200.00.

Mr. Dore: If you’re doing interior water proofing over here, is it tied into good waterproofing, drainage over here? 
Mr. Hopewell: We already put a sump pump in the front corner of the house, this is at the rear.
Mr. Dore: So we are just going to be directing water from this portion of the house and directing it into what we know has already been done?

Mayor Krasienko: Is the footer tile disconnected from the sanitary?

Mr. Hopewell: Probably not. 
Mayor Krasienko: You have to find out where the stack is and that the sanitary is disconnected, because if not that sanitary will all be coming up.

Mr. Hopewell: That is why we are having another sump pump put in.

Mayor Krasienko: It won’t keep up. It will burn that motor up. If you don’t disconnect the footer tile and put in a check valve, it’s going to flood that home every time. 

Mr. Dore: And how is that?

Mayor Krasienko: Because when the valve is closed now all your storm water is now going into your sanitary.

Mr. Dore: That is why you install the check valve and there is not sanitary involved.
Mr. Hopewell: I know she is buying the house “As Is” but during the walk through this recent moisture discovered and this will change order will solve that problem. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve change order for Rogers Construction in the amount of $2,200.00 to install an interior water proofing system along with a sump pump at 2217 West 13th St.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Amendment to the South Lorain CDC Subrecipient Agreement. I am requesting Board of Control approval to amendment the 2007 South Lorain CDC Subrecipient Agreement with the City so that SLCDC can designate 1761 East 30th St. an agency owned family home to rehabilitate using their 2008 Home Program CHDO funds. SLCDC previously purchased this family home to include in its affordable housing program. Once approved, SLCDC plans to solicit competitive bids and award contract(s) to complete the rehabilitation of this home. Ultimately this home will be offered as affordable housing to an HOME income eligible family by SLCDC. 
Mayor Krasienko: So, this isn’t an additional for the East 29th Infill?

Mr. Hopewell: No, this is just a reallocate the rehab money.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the amendment to the South Lorain CDC Subrecipient Agreement.

Mr. Gilchrist: So it hasn’t gone up?

Mr. Dore: Yes, it has gone up. It started at $750.00 and has gone up about 2 ½ % per year. Over eleven (11) years with about a 2.5% increase.
