The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for two (2) NSP Rehab sites located at 739 Mildred Ave. and 931 King Ave. The Community Development Department is presently completing the inspections for the rehab specs for 2 NSP properties, 739 Mildred Ave. and 931 King Ave. Columbia Gas was recently called to establish gas service at both of the above properties. Based upon the Columbia Gas inspection, we need to make gas line repairs at both houses (to repair leaks and to correct illegal taps) before they will connect the gas. Thus we have no heat at either property presently. 
C. Francis Builders has given a quote of $425.00 total to provide necessary materials to make the required gas line repairs and air test both homes up to the appliance shut offs. This will allow the gas to be turned on to provide heat at each of these homes. At this time I am requesting Board of Control approval for C. Francis Builders to make emergency repairs to the gas lines at both above properties for a total price not to exceed $425.00. Funds for these repairs will come from the appropriate NSP Rehab account. 
Mayor Krasienko: Didn’t they change something in the law that Columbia Gas makes all repairs on the gas lines?

Mr. Gilchrist: On the outsides lines, not the interior lines. 

Mr. Rangel: I don’t know. 

Mr. Dore: It says the quote is for removing the saddle valves, furnishing the necessary material, air testing both systems up to the appliance shut-offs would be a cost not to exceed $425.00 for both homes. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the emergency repairs in the amount not to exceed $425.00 to C. Francis Builders. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for:

1.) Land Exchange Agreement: For your review is the Land Exchange Agreement that was approved by City Council on February 15, 2010 as Ordinance 31-10. This agreement requires the City to demolish the former Utility Department Building on Kansas Ave and then exchange this parcel with a parking lot parcel owned by Emerson Network Power. Land exchange is necessary to provide Emerson sufficient parking for the building they are renovating to consolidate all remaining employees into one building.

2.) Demolition of Building for a Tax Donation: City Council also approved as Ordinance 29-10 on February 15, 2010, the demolition of the building without bid since the building was obsolete and is no longer needed for public use. The Utility Department has vacated the building as it has consolidated these operations into another building it owns. All American Demolition has agreed to complete the demolition at NO cost to the City in exchange for a tax donation for the services valued at $24,980 provided that any applicable City permit and/or building fees are waived. This Ordinance and approval will require the City to provide necessary documentation verifying the work completed to realize the tax donation to All American Demolition.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Land Exchange Agreement and Demolition of Building for a Tax Donation.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Job Retention Agreement – Emerson. This is the Job Retention Agreement that was approved by City Council on February 15, 2010 as Ordinance 32-10. This agreement requires the City to make annual payments to Emerson based on the amount of payroll taxes paid to the City. The City’s payment will amount to 25% of the payroll taxes paid in the first two years and 40% in the following five years. The agreement terminates the sooner of seven years or when the incentive reaches $500,000. Emerson is required to maintain at least 140 full-time employees each year to earn the annual payment. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Job Retention Agreement with Emerson.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Job Creation Agreement – Goodman Beverage. This is a Job Creation Agreement that was approved by City Council on February 1, 2010 as Ordinance 21-10. This agreement requires the City to make annual payments to Goodman Beverage based on the amount of payroll taxes paid to the City. The City’s annual payment will amount to 30% of the payroll taxes paid in each of the first seven years, 25% in each the subsequent four years and 20% in the final four years. The agreement terminates after a fifteen-year period and has no cap. Goodman is required to maintain a minimum annual payroll of $3,400,000.00 each year to earn the annual payment and has a recapture provision if they ever shut down or relocate the operations from Lorain. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Job Creation Agreement.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: This is to amend Board of Control Minutes from December 14, 2009 for Angelica Textile Services. 

Mr. Dore: We did approve an additional $2,000 for laundry services with Angelica Textile Service, but was mistakenly held in abeyance. So at this time would like to approve the additional $2,000 for Angelica Textile Service.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and amend the additional $2,000 for Angelica Textile Service.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to add to the Agenda from Service Department for Cell Phones.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from the Service Department for City Cell Phones.

Mr. Dore: We went out and re-priced the cell phone usage for the City of Lorain and for our current usage through Verizon we are paying $3,975.00 per month. We priced the exact same usage with Sprint and they gave us a total of $3,150.00 per month, the savings of $825.00 per month. In additions, as long as we maintain coverage through Sprint for four (4) months they will give us a one time credit of $13, 736.00 this is an annual savings of one year of approximately $24,850.00. So therefore I would recommend that we authorize and enter into a contract for cell phones coverage with Sprint.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and authorize the City of Lorain to enter into a contract with Sprint for cell phone usage.
