Therefore, we recommend the contract be awarded to Terminal Ready Mix in the amount of $18,989.00 with a contingency of 15% for a total contract amount of $21,837.35.

68-SA 7 – Additional pavement thickness was discovered and we directed the contractor to restore it. The contract specified thickness was 8.0” and the actual thickness was 10.0”

69 – SA 7 – Edge line – the wide pavement warranted an edge line to define the travel lane. 

These costs will be covered under the contingency budget for the pavement project. This is in the amount of $3,018.50

Mr. Malick: We did a modification for Rainbow’s for there parking to define the edge line for the walking.
Mr. Gilchrist:  Motion to approve the Supplemental Agreement No. 7 in the amount of $3,018.50.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from the Service Department for ThyssenKrupp for increase in the monthly payment for our City Elevators and Jail Elevators. 
Mr. Dore: The discussion on this is we have a call for a 2.5% increase annually and the agreement goes into four year agreement segments and so in 2011 we began a new four year agreement so it automatically renewed itself according to the terms of the agreement signed in 1999. I have had conversation with the law department who also agrees that it may be contract perpetuity and we may be able to op out of it and go to bids so what I suggest doing is for Board of Control to just approve the first quarter of this for now at the new rate pending recommendations from legal wither we can op out and then we can decide what we want to do if we would even save anything if we went out for bids.    
Mr. Gilchrist: Didn’t we already do this at Board of Control?
Ms. Alves: We did approve but we did not put in the new price increase. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order for the first quarter with Thyssenkrupp Elevators for the city elevators in the amount of $3,110.83 and first quarter of jail elevators in the amount of $914.87.
