The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of Contractor’s and Amounts for Police Department Renovations. Contractor’s and amounts as follows:

1. Lake Erie Electric - $37,686.00

2. Majzun Construction for general trades & plumbing – $402,270.00

3. M.A.C. Paran, asbestos & demolition - $81,675.00

4. Vasu Communications - $380,909.00

10% Contingency has been added to all amounts. Funds will come from the Safety Forced Action Plan Bond Fund. 

Mayor Krasienko: Make sure everyone is Licensed, Insured, Tax Department and Workers Comp. When is the pre-bid for that?

Mr. Cantu: Once you approve this we will go from there.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the above Contractors and amounts.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Business Loan Request (EDA Title IX RLF). For your approval is a $70,000 loan request using Community Development funding through its EDA Title RLF to Trademark Games that was approved by the Loan Review committee at our March meeting. Project cost is $175,000 with a 5-year term with monthly principal and interest payments with an average interest rate of 4.25%. Project site 5401 Baumhart Rd., Warehouse #1, Lorain. 

Mayor Krasienko: Will they provide receipts for everything so that will show collateral on the loan?

Mr. Gilchrist: They will be required to do so.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Business Loan to Trademark Games in the amount $175,000 contingent upon appropriate receipts and verifications provided. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification Department for VFD Installation.  Purchase order request is to cover engineering consults for the final phase of the VFD installation. Final phase includes start-ups and scheduled meetings to discuss installation progress; vendor is RE Warner Communication in the amount $13,500.00.

Mayor Krasienko: Is this a new VFD or the same one?

Mr. Timko: This is the same one we have been discussing previously and we had to adjust the contract.

Mayor Krasienko: So this is for the oversight of engineering for the installation?

Mr. Timko: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Is Lake Erie doing the entire install or are our guys doing part of the install?

Mr. Timko: No, Lake Erie is doing the entire install. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order request for RE Warner in the amount of $13,500.00

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for Requisition Approval for DiGioia Suburban Excavating for emergency repair. We are asking Board of Control approval for requisition in the amount of $16,566.25 for the emergency repair to a backup in a homeowner’s sewer line to prevent basement flooding as part of the 10S Sewer Project. 

Mr. Timko: This is at the corner where Carrion Auto use to be, it’s the house that sits behind that building.

Mayor Krasienko: On 21st and Broadway?

Mr. Timko: That house has a lateral that came out and down passed Carrion Auto into the street right at 21st and Broadway. When 10S went down there, they thought that was an abandoned line and they tapped it and filled it with concrete. We did contact the 10S Contractor and let them know and we needed to get someone to due the repairs as soon as possible and DiGioia was already familiar with this project and this was a large excavation, they went down there and repaired it and now they are requesting payment. 

Mayor Krasienko: So you can quote deduction for what the charge was? 

Mr. Timko: We did get a $16,000 deduction off of the payment.

Mayor Krasienko: The nine grand ($9,000) was taking off of under ground utilities?

Mr. Timko: Yes. Upon the last and final review we will make sure the deduction are taken out of there. 
Mayor Krasienko: Follow that up with a letter to put them on notice.

Mr. Timko: I will do that.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the requisition for DiGioia Suburban in the amount of $16,566.25.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
