The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of Purchase Order for Kenneth Heiland.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to hold this item in abeyance.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to hold in the above in abeyance.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board holds the above in abeyance.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of Donation of Vacant Lot from Costin Family. Richard Collela, attorney of the Costin family has requested that the city consider accepting by donation a vacant lot on the North side of East 28th St. The property is 25 feet wide but is adjacent to other lots and a business. It would be our intention to negotiate a $1.00 annual lease with the adjacent neighbors to preserve the donation tax status or make the property real estate tax exempt and hold it for future possible development. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to hold this item in abeyance. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to hold in the above in abeyance.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board holds the above in abeyance.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request Community Development for use of Solid Waste District Recycle Grant Fund to purchase two used concession trailers for the Pipe Yard Stadium. Lorain City Council approved Ordinance # 13-09 on February 16, 2009 authorizing the use of $25,000 from the Recycle Account for this expenditure. The first concession trailer is an 8’- 6” x 24’ unit loaded with all the equipment to provide for a full service concession stand. The cost of this unit is $14,300. The second trailer is smaller 10’ x 6’ unit that will allow for the sale of secondary concession items such as fires, hot dogs, popcorn, etc. The cost for this unit is $8,000. 

Mayor Krasienko: Did anyone go out and actually look at these two trailers?

Mr. Romancak: Yes, Scott Haynes and there are pictures attached. 

Mayor Krasienko: I do see the attached pictures, but wanted to make sure someone has physically seen these items. 

Mr. Gilchrist: The first concession trailer is an 8’- 6” x 24’ unit loaded with all the equipment to provide for a full service concession stand. The cost of this unit is $14,300 and Chicken Shack, Inc. currently owns it from Centerville, Pennsylvania. The second trailer is smaller 10’ x 6’ unit that will allow for the sale of secondary concession items such as fires, hot dogs, popcorn, etc. The cost for this unit is $8,000 and Mr. William Kessel of Orchard Park, NY currently owns it. 

Mayor Krasienko:  Please make sure someone gets a good look at these before we go ahead and sign off on them and make sure the Health Department will approve them. 

Mr. Gilchrist: We can do two things hold it in abeyance or make it contingent. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contingent upon the city inspecting the structure and the Health Department inspecting the interior for the purchase of the above two trailers in the amount of $25,000 from the Recycle Account. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for approval of 2008 Home Program Agreement with South Lorain Community Development Corp. to rehabilitate a mixed-use commercial building located at 2908 & Pearl Avenue. Attach for your review and approval is a Subrecipient Agreement with the South Lorain Community Development Corporation (SLCDC) to fund $70,080 of the rehabilitation of this vacant commercial building located at 2908 and 2914 Pearl Avenue specifically to renovate four (4) residential apartments. In addition to the four (4) apartments, this property will house the El Dorado Senior Center on the 1st floor. The estimated project cost is $361,000 with the balance of the funding being provided by the City as a loan to SLCDC. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Subrecipient Agreement with South Lorain Community Development Corp. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Amendment to the 2008 Subrecipient Agreement with Direct Action for Central Lorain for the acquisition/renovation of 3310 Livingston Avenue, Lorain. Direct Action proposes to utilize $32,370 of their 2008 Home Program CHDO funding previously awarded by the City towards the acquisition & renovation of this single family home. Upon completion, this home will be sold to an income-eligible family. At this time we are requesting Board of Control approval to amend Agreement NO. A-08-19 dated November 14,2008 with DACL as follows:

1. Include 3310 Livingston Avenue as a 2nd housing redevelopment site for DACL under the above noted agreement.

2. Approve $25,900 plus closing costs to reimburse Direct Action for Central Lorain for the purchase of 3310 Livingston Ave. using their 2008 HOME CHDO funds. 

3. Approve $6,470 towards the rehabilitation costs and contingency costs for DACL to rehab 3310 Livingston Avenue using their 2008 CHDO funds.

Direct Action for Central Lorain, a CHDO, is eliminating slum and blight and creating a quality affordable home by acquiring and rehabilitating this home. Any additional funds required to complete this project will come from other private and public finding sources.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the amendment to the 2008 Subrecipient Agreement with Direct Action.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request form Community Development for Sale of 3851 Denver Avenue. The City of Lorain has had the above referenced property on the market for approximately 3 years trying to find a qualified buyer. On March 3, 2009 Mr. & Mrs. Michael Harrison completed an application and an Affordable Infill Housing Disposition Agreement to purchase this 3 bedroom, 2- ½ bathroom home for $124,900. Over the life of the 6-year mortgage the city will net the following dollars that will go back into the HOME Program:

1. Down Payment - $4,500.00

2. Cumulative Interest - $29,380.66

3. Principal Paid - $14,542.88

4. Required Add. Principal - $5,000

5. Payoff at end of year 6 - $95,857.08

Total Proceeds of Sale - $149,280.62

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Sale and Disposition Agreement. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Police Department for Purchase of 12 Portable Radios from B&C Communications. This is for the purchase of twelve new portable radios, which amount to $8,328, of which $7,840 will be paid for with our 2008 Byrne (JAG) Grant Funds. The remaining $488 will be paid from our Special Revenue New Equipment Account.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order request for B&C Communications in the amount of $8,328.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Mayor’s Office for Zashin & Rich purchase order increase.  We are asking Board of Control to approve purchase order increase in the amount of $40,000. Council did amend an additional $50,000 on March 16, 2009 to Zashin & Rich up upcoming Labor Negotiations.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order increase. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
