Mr. Hopewell: Yes, we purchased that property for about $5,000.

The City of Lorain has had the above referenced property on the market for approximately 3 years trying to find a qualified buyer. On March 24, 2009 Ms. Jackie L. Fears completed an application and an Affordable Infill Housing Disposition Agreement to purchase this 3 bedroom, 2-1/2 bathroom home for $124,900. This is a balloon? 

Mr. Hopewell: Yes, this is at 4.5% fixed for 30-years, with a 6 year balloon. 

Mr. Gilchrist: For the amount of $124,900, that is the request?

Mr. Hopewell: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the sale of 3836 Toledo Avenue in the amount of $124,900 to Ms. Jackie L. Fears.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification Department for Kuno Creative Group for Consumer Confidence Report. This request is for the 2008 Consumer Confidence Report. The Ohio EPA requires this report. The amount is for $6,835.00

Mr. Timko: This is a report required by the Ohio EPA and it shows parameters and what the parameter should be.

Mayor Krasienko: Who actually does they collection of data and the results?

Mr. Timko: The results come from the Lab Query at the Water Front. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is the Public Disclosure? 

Mr. Timko: Yes, we have to do it once a year.

Mayor Krasienko: Okay, I thought this was a survey we were doing. This is report of Quality of Water?

Mr. Timko: Quality of Water is another way of putting it, this basically tells you how many violations we had, etc.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department for Omaha Avenue Improvements East 36th to East 39th Supplemental Contract No. 4. The following supplemental contract is for stone driveway aprons that needed to be installed so that residents could access their driveways during the winter months. It is also for improvements to the intersection and sidewalks that needed to be removed during construction. The project will remain under budget even with the proposed changes and the proposed changes are:

1. Temporary Stone for driveway aprons - $7,043.70

2. New concrete intersection - $14,442.00

3. 4” thick sidewalk - $880.00

Mayor Krasienko: The intersection is that at 36tth St.

Mr. Vandersommen: Yes, the intersection at 36th and 39th.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No. 4 in the amount of $22,365.70 for Omaha Ave. Improvement East 36th to East 39th.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
