The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Purchase Request from Lamplight Industries/Howard Washington Development Block. For your review and approval is a quote from Lamplight to purchase 10 historical lights that the City has placed in the downtown area as well as River bend Commerce Park. At this time, the quote is to purchase 10 o the complete lampposts and lights for a price of $1,550 each for a total price of $15,500. These are the same style of lights with the one difference being these will be fitted with ballasts that will use energy-efficient bulbs, which are estimated to use 70% less electricity. We will be using some of these lamps posts to be placed in the area of East 28th and Apple Avenue where Howard Washington will install the lights at his cost and will be hooked up in which he will pay the electric bill for these lights as an agreement for theses lights being donated to him in his personal redevelopment of multiple buildings in this area. 

Mayor Krasienko: Where is the money going to be funded from to pay for this? 

Mr. Rangel: Funds will come from the HUD 108 Account. 

Mayor Krasienko: Mr. Washington is doing the installation and the electrical hook up?

Mr. Rangel: Yes, he will pay for the installation and he is the one that actually requested we go with the energy efficient bulbs. 

Mr. Gilchrist: Is changing the ballasts included in this?

Mr. Rangel: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: How many is Washington taken? 

Mr. Rangel: We believe, we did a quick count with him and we think eight (8), we are not positive. When we were looking at the old review we believe we counted eight, three or four on East 28th, two on Apple and two on East 29th is the way we initially counted, more on 28th because he added multiple buildings there.  

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase request for Lamplight Industries in the amount of $15,500 subject to the review of the lighting order.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Street Department for Tri County Tool and Supply in the amount of $6,130. It is to replace the lift that is in the garage that has become dangerous and too expensive to repair. This lift is needed to keep from having equipment sitting idly while waiting to be put up on a lift. 

Mr. Camera: They have done some repair work on this lift and he has credited us for the repairs and for the trade in. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase for Tri County Tool in the amount of $6,130.00.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for Selectron for Software Maintenance Pertaining to their Interactive Voice Response (IVR). This Purchase Order request is for $13,478.00 is for software maintenance pertaining to our IVR (Interactive Voice Response) and IWR (Interactive Web Response) systems. These are systems that customers use to make payments over the phone or over the internet. The funds will come from the following accounts:

· Water Works – Maintenance Agreements - $6,739.00

· Water Pollution Control – Maintenance Agreements - $6,739.00

Keeping current with software maintenance is important for our online/phone payment systems. This request is for one year of maintenance beginning 6-1-09 through 5-31-10. Currently we have close to 1,500 customers using these systems on a monthly basis, and that number will continue to increase as more customers become aware of these payment options.

· Water Pollution Control – Maintenance Agreements - $3,150.00

Keeping current with software maintenance is important for our GIS plans. This request is for one year of maintenance beginning 6-1-09 through 5-31-09.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification for approval to purchase a valve. This is for a gate valve between one of the flocculating basins and a settling basin. Just prior to the end of 2008, the old gate valve broke. Maintenance managed to weld the valve but the metal is in very poor condition so the repair is only temporary. A new gate vale is required. Once the gate valve is ordered, it will take up to 5 months for delivery.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order request for American R/D c/o Kerr Marketing Agency, Inc., in the amount of $6,193.00

Mr. Kudrin: Annual protection of the field pesticide, disease control, goose control, wetting agent and fertilization and weekly field observation.

Mr. Gilchrist: Looking at this quote they almost have to have a chemist degree to keep the field up.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with Sheets Enterprises in the amount of $15,500.00
