The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – P.Q.M. Wastewater Plant for Terminal Ready Mix, Inc. The purchase order request is for the purpose of adding two concrete driveways at the influent and trickling filter wells due to the pump upgrades made last year. In order to access these pumps for servicing, two driveways must be installed. The P.Q.M. Plant has and will continue to upgrade the very important pumping system, now that these changes have been made, having access to these pumps will enable maintenance to lift them via the boom truck for inspections, servicing and repairs. Terminal Ready Mix has quoted us a price of $14,800.00.
Mr. Timko: Basically, our old pumps were replaced with new pumps and they have to be pumped out and replaced rapidly but in order to do that we have to be able to back up to the wells and the wells are surrounded by grass right now. These trucks are very heavy and sink into the ground so having the concrete will give us better access to these wells.  
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the for purchase order in the amount of $14,800.00 for Terminal Ready Mix. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for purchase of six (6) Dell Computers. This is for a purchase of six Dell computer systems to replace the 7-9 year old computers currently being used by Larry Mitoff (Comptroller), Barb Chaser (Chief Accountant), Robyn Baker (Accounts Payable/Receivable), Pat Rohner (Assistant Fiscal Officer), Diana Vannoy (Loan and Grant Officer) and Lauren Fuqua (secretary/real estate administrator assistant). The old computers that they have are not able to handle the newer software that is available. Plus, they are showing signs that they are approaching maximum computing capacity. Jamie Schueller of the IT Department received a quote of $1,581.00 per system for a total cost of $9,486.00. Funding for theses computers will be from the Department of Community Development Indirect Costs/Capitol Outlay Fund, not General Fund. 
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the request in the amount of $9,486.00 for the purchase of six Dell computers.  
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Business Loan Request (EDA Title IX RLF). This is a loan request in the amount of $300,000.00 using Community Development funding through its EDA Title IX RLF to Novita Industries that was approved by the Loan Review Committee at our April meeting. Novita’s investment will total approximately $75,000 plus closing costs to purchase two additional building that they will occupy in addition to the one they currently own on Toledo Avenue. Novita and its sister company, Novex Products, manufacture paper products. The new loan will be used to acquire two buildings for $750,000 that have over 100,000 square feet of space that will be used as additional warehouse space and be used for future manufacturing lines. Loan will be repaid over a fifteen-year period at an average rate of not less than 4.5% and will be cross-collateralized and cross-defaulted with Novex’s existing city debt obligations. 
Mayor Krasienko: What building are they purchasing?

Mr. Rangel: Emerson Plant 4 and 5. Four is the Plant right across the street on Iowa and Plant 5 is the one on Colorado Avenue. Initially, what he will be doing with Plant 4 is to move a lot of warehousing that they currently have that they own on Toledo, a lot of that stuff they have over there will be moved to Plant 4 and they will be having additional equipment there and hoping to get additionally machinery to store at Plant 5.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Business Loan Request in the amount of $300,000.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request for Lease Agreement – Food Kiosk. This is the Gross Lease Agreement that was approved by City Council on April 20, 2009 as Ordinance 45-09. The food kiosk will be operated by the Silvas who currently run the Quaffers Café in the City Center Building. Terms of the lease will require monthly payments of $350.00 for a period of sixty consecutive months and includes one additional lease term extension of sixty months at $400 per month. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Lease Agreement that was also approved by City Council Ordinance 45-09.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

Mr. Gilchrist: Next is to motion to add a request to the Agenda?
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the request to add item to the Agenda.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Administration – Service Department for Accepting Donation from Leadership Lorain – Metropolitan Housing for playground equipment.

Mayor Krasienko: This is a project with Leadership Lorain County. They are going to be installing playground equipment at Lorain Metropolitan Housing City parkland that is surrounded by LMHA. Our agreement is that they will install equipment; we will provided the supervision from the seventh floor and provide them with mulch. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the donation from Leadership Lorain County to have full access to the City’s Parkland. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
