The first item is to approve the following:
Mayor Krasienko:  Request from Community Development for – Lorain Development Corporation for Lease Agreement – Vision Learning Center. For your review the Lease Agreement that was approved by City Council as Ordinance 168-08 on November 17, 2008 and subsequently amended by Ordinances 36-09 and 108-09. This triple net lease calls for monthly payments of $1,800 for 84 months and includes options of 84 and 99 months at increasing rates for the property at 1795 East 31st Street to be used as a child care center in South Lorain. Lease does include a purchase option based on a price of $400,000. 
Mr. Rangel: This was the lease that was previously approved by Council the changes are because the amount went up and we went back to Council to amend the amount. This is the final lease the only changes are the payment price and the purchase price.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Lease Agreement – Vision Learning Center.

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development for Acquisition of 2908-2914 Pearl Avenue – CDBG Acquisition – Demolition through NSP. We respectfully request your approval of the acquisition of 2908-2914 Pearl Ave., Lorain, Ohio. This is in accordance with the ordinance passed by Lorain City Council. The South Lorain CDC owns the property. The total acquisition must not exceed the sum of $20,500.00 including purchase price, closing costs, and all property taxes for years 2009 and any prior years that are owed. Actions items as follows:
1. Authorization of the Service Director to sign all purchase and closing documents to acquire 2908-2914 Pearl Ave consisting of three (3) parcels (P.P. 0300096109027,0300096109028, and 0300096109025) from the South Lorain CDC:

2. The maximum purchase price shall not exceed $14,500.00; all closing costs property taxes shall not exceed $6,000.00

3. Authorize the preparation of one purchase order to Lawyers Title Insurance Corp. (Elyria, Ohio Office) in the amount of $20,500.00 for the entire costs of this acquisition from CDBG Acquisition Account.

Mayor Krasienko: Request from community Development for Acquisition of 1325 West Erie. I respectfully request your approval of the acquisition of 1325 West Erie Ave., Lorain, Ohio from the Isabelita A. Floro and Francisco S. Floro. Dr. and Mrs. Floro have agreed to donate this house to the City. The cost to acquire have been estimated as follows: Purchase Price – $1.00 (donation); closing costs are estimated at $2,300.00; 2009 and prior Real Estate Taxes are estimated at $1,200.00. The property will then be demolished with NSP funds. 
Mr. Dore: This property has been an eye sore for the City for some time.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve authorization of the Service Director to sign all purchase and closing documents to acquire 1325 West Erie Ave., Lorain, Ohio. And authorize the preparation of one purchase order to First Nationwide Title Ltd., in the amount of $3,501.00 to pay acquisition, closing costs, and 2009 and prior real estate taxes. The purchase order shall be derived from the UDAG Loan Account. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request fro Utilities – Purification for Differential Pressure Transmitters. Requisition represents second half of differential pressure transmitter replacement, first half approved by Board of Control and completed in 2009. This is not a project in the sense that any work is going to be done by an outside contractor; installation will be done by Purification personnel. The Differential Pressure transmitter will be purchased from Pro-Tech engineering in the amount of $15,408.00. Pro-Tech’s price quote was the lowest. In addition, these transmitters are identical to those already installed on half of the filters. The transmitters need to be the same to allow for more efficient maintenance and repair.
Mr. Gilchrist: So all work will be done by Purification this is just a purchase for materials?

Mayor Krasienko: Yes, all work will be done in house, motion to approve quote for 16 Differential Pressure Transmitters in the amount of $15,408.00 from Pro-Tech Systems Group, Inc. and open a purchase order in the amount of $16,000.00 for Pro-Tech Systems Group.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities – Purification for EIM Controllers. The EIM Controllers are also the same as the controllers on the rest of the filters. The controllers which will be purchased are for the filters in the 1906 section of the plant, as with the DPT’s installation will be done by Purification personnel and not by an outside contractor. In addition, these controllers are available only through Kerr marketing (global fluid technology). This company is the exclusive distributor for this part of the country. Lowest quote is from Global Fluid Technology for the amount of $23,000.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order in the amount of $23,000.00 to Global Fluid technology.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Street Department for Osburn Signs for Signs and Channel Posts. This is for various sign facings and channel posts in the amount of $5,921.52 and these prices are the lowest prices received. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Osburn Signs in the amount of $5,921.52

Mayor Krasienko: Request from the Street Department for Sheets Enterprise for fertilization of Elmwood Cemetery. The quote is from Sheets Enterprise in the amount of $6,900.00 for a spring and summer weed and feed application along with a grub control in the summer.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order in the amount of $6,900.00 to Sheets Enterprise.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request Police Department for Vasu Communication for Audio/Video Recording Equipment. Several months ago Lt. Rohner, Sgt. McCoy and Officer Nimon were assigned to research and make a recommendation non replacing the outdated audio/video equipment in the detective bureau four (4) interview rooms. They were also instructed to research and make a recommendation on adding audio/video equipment to the detective and large conference rooms. Lt. Rohner completed the recommendation on April 5, 2010. After careful review I concur with his team’s recommendation. Final cost for this project is $12,293.58 which is only $293.58 over the projected budget. The funds will come from the Building Fund Project. The audio/video recording equipment in the detective interview rooms is obsolete, breaks down often and needs replaced immediately. This was presented to the Command Staff and all were in agreement to purchase this equipment. 
Mr. Dore: This is a very good purchase. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Vasu Communication in the amount of $12,293.58.
