Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities – Water Distribution for a Purchase of a new vehicle. I would like your approval in the amount of $17,750.00 to obtain a purchase order for a 2010 Chevrolet Silverado 1500 pick-up truck here at Water Distribution. This model would replace a 1997 truck that has mileage in the excess of 118,000 and needs repairs on a regular basis. This fee will come from the automotive equipment fund. Did you get some other quotes?
Mr. Bunce: We have attached some other quotes but Ford no longer makes a V6 and we wanted to go with a V6 for gas mileage so that kind of knock Ford out and Dodge was $23,110.50. We are replacing this truck, since 2005 we have a maintenance record and we have spent $12,806.77 already on the vehicle we are trying to replace. 
Mr. Dore: Is this on State Bid?

Mr. Bunce: Yes, and on the Chevy it comes with the extended warranty a better warranty and Ford would cost us $2,298.00 more to get the same warranty we would get with the Chevy. 

Mr. Gilchrist: I am looking through these quotes and the prices are a lot higher.

Mr. Bunce: Now the Chevy quote will be higher only because we originally quoted a V8 and then Ron went back and told them we might be purchasing more than on truck and they gave us and even lower quote.

Mr. Dore: How much was the quote from Ford?
Mr. Gilchrist: You didn’t quote apples to apples you quote for V6?

Mr. Bunce: Because Ford no longer makes a V6.

Mr. Gilchrist: Also from what I understand with the Chevy it comes with a Power Train Warranty?

Mr. Bunce: Yes, 5 year 100,000 miles Power Train Warranty. 
Mr. Dore: So what was the quote on the Ford?

Mr. Gilchrist: Ford V8 $17,663.00 without the Power Train. 

Mr. Dore: Motion to approve the purchase order for Joe Firment Chevrolet in the amount of $17,750.00.
Motion was made by Mr. Dore and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Dore…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for continued rental of job/office trailers for use by Water Distribution, Water Engineering and the Sewer Department. During the renovation of the new Utilities Building located at Oakpoint & W. Erie Avenue for approximately eight (8) months in the amount of $7,143.92. The $7,143.92 will be split between Water and Wastewater Funds. 
Mr. Bunce: That is for four trailers.
Mr. Dore: Motion to approve a purchase order for Sommer’s Mobile Leasing in the amount of $7,143.92.
Motion was made by Mr. Dore and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Dore…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Black River WWTP for two (2) press belts used in the press room. The price would be in the amount of $7,206.00 for the purchase of two (2) belts that will be used in the press room at Black River WWTP. The price is $3,553.00 for an individual belt plus $100.00 for the shipping and handling fees. The spring season is the start to running the sludge through the press not only on a daily basis but at times 24 hours a day. These belts are vital for the continuation of that process thru this busy season. The vendor that we will purchase then is Schultz Fluid Handling. The fee will come from the Materials & Supplies – Maintenance and Equipment Account.
Mr. Dore: Motion to approve the purchase order in the amount of $7,206.00 for Schultz Fluid Handling. 
Motion was made by Mr. Dore and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Dore…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.
