Mayor Krasienko: That originally went through and approved by Council, correct?

Mr. Dore: Yes, we went out for bids and it was approved for bids, so that is correct.  
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve an additional $58,000 or a total of $80,000 for remaining term with Flingers’ for prisoner meals.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department regarding the bid recommendations for Concrete Repair Program 2009. On May 1, 2009, the City opened bids for the above referenced project. Three companies submitted bids as follows:

· Ropper Construction, Inc. - $52,175.00
· Charles Akers Construction, Inc. - $80,300.00

· Terminal Ready Mix - $59,200.00

Ropper Construction, Inc was the low bidder at $52,175.00. We are recommending that the project be awarded to Ropper Construction, Inc. for the bid amount plus 10% contingencies for a total amount of $57,392.50.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and award Ropper Construction, Inc. in the amount of $57,392.50.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department regarding the bid recommendations for Crack Sealing Program 2009. On May 1, 2009, the City opened bids for the about referenced project. Four companies submitted bids as follows:
· Specialized Construction, Inc. - $45,000.00

· PS Construction Fabrics, Inc. - $49,500.00

· Crossroads Asphalt Recycling - $27,450.00

· Terminal Ready Mix - $36,000.00

Crossroads Asphalt Recycling, Inc. was the low bidder at $27,405.00. We are recommending that the project be awarded to Crossroads Asphalt Recycling, Inc. for the bid amount plus 10% for contingencies for a total amount of $30,145.50.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and award contract with Crossroads Asphalt Recycling in the amount of $30,145.50.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
