Mayor Krasienko: So this is basically $5,500.00 a month?

Mr. Gulden: $5,200.00 a month.

Mayor Krasienko: So this is just to get us through till June and they are okay with a month to month?

Mr. Gulden: Yes, we have a fifteen (15) day out.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the agreement with Jani-King in the amount of $10,400.00.

Mayor Krasienko: Gilchrist: Request from Community Development regarding a purchase order for $16,600.00 for a maintenance agreement for St. Joseph Community Center. This is a $16,600.00 maintenance agreement that was legislatively approved and appropriated via Ordinance No. 176-09 providing for program year 2010. This is for the May and June $8,300.00 a month? Law also reviewed and approved this agreement?
Mr. Gulden: Correct, this is with Allen Construction & Maintenance, LLC from Elyria, OH.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the agreement with Allen Construction & Maintenance in the amount of $16,600.00.

The next item is to approve the following: 

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development regarding review of and estimate for the replacement of all heating elements for building City is leasing to Vision Learning Center, 1795 E. 35th St. 

Mr. Rangel: This was actually a deal to help her keep her cost down. This is required its unlikely that state will approved existing system for child care facility as there are some missing. The new system will be much more efficient and will provide a utility savings. When we went out for bids we received an estimate from Kelly Heating and Air Conditioning in the amount of $8,726.26 and Lucas provided and estimate totaling over $12,000. Also with some of the Energy Efficient monies left over we are looking at replacing some of the boilers, that will help out on the heating cost, we don’t have that today. 

Mayor Krasienko: Was Kelly Heating the original company on the job?

Mr. Rangel: No, Lucas did some of the work and we did get a bid from them for this job and it was over $12,000.

Mayor Krasienko: Well I am wondering how that is going to work you are doing a change order for a totally different contractor of this job. I thought this would have to be publicly bid.

Mr. Rangel:  This is strictly a loan so we don’t have that problem. 

Mayor Krasienko:  Is this holding up there opening?
Mr. Rangel: Yes, because it won’t get approved by state as it is today.

Mayor Krasienko: So technically this is an emergency repair?

Mr. Rangel: Yes, because the state will not approve this until this is up to date, because this is a huge issue.

Mayor Krasienko: Okay, with that being said and it being an emergency. Will this be to issue a contract with Kelly Heating and Air Conditioning?

Mr. Rangel: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Where will the funds be coming from?

Mr. Rangel: Funding will come from the additional amount (15,000) approved by City Council as Ordinance 62-10 on April 19, 2010.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with Kelly Heating and Air Conditioning in the amount of $8,760.26 as an emergency.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities Water Distribution regarding a purchase order request for $6,301.00 for copper tubing to install and repair water services. We have quotes here from Trumbull Industries $6,301.00, HD Supply $7,000.00 and Victory White Metal $6,845.36.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order to Trumbull Industries in the amount of $6,301.00.
