The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Acquisition of 907 Sixth Ct. for purpose of Demolition using NSP Funds. Total acquisition cost will be approximately $85,000. No purchase order request are required at this time, only the approval for the Service Director to sign all necessary contracts and closing documents to acquire the property via the LLC. The demolition will qualify as an NSP Activity. 
Mayor Krasienko: What is the existing purchase order for?

Mr. Goldberg: This was Trigilio and Stephenson P.L.L. for the UDAG Professional Services this did qualify for an NSP Acquisition so we shifted out of home.

Mayor Krasienko: How old is that purchase order for Trigilio?

Mr. Goldberg: It was removed from home and we put it into UDAG Professional Services about twenty (20) days ago. 
Mayor Krasienko: What was the purchase order for Trigilio for again? Was it for legal services?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes, because of this being an estate by LLC you can‘t acquires it by a title you have to acquire it by prorating the estate, so it’s basically for legal fees to prorate the property.

Mayor Krasienko: So they are the owner’s agent, appointed agent?

Mr. Goldberg: We open the purchase order for them to handle some matters for us.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and authorize the Service Director to sign all contracts and closing documents to acquire 907 6th Ct. by acquiring the LLC that owns the property. All cost of acquisition is to be paid from the existing purchase order to Trigilio and Stephenson P.L.L. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for repair to Lorain Palace Theatre Marquee damaged by City Employee. Please consider approving a purchase order to the Lorain Civic Center Committee, LLC (the Palace Theatre) in the amount of $6,090, plus an additional 10% to ensure compliance with Davis-Bacon requirements $6,699 to furnish the necessary labor and materials to repair damage to the Palace Theatre marquee. Bob Evans, the City’s Maintenance Supervisor, was clearing snow from the sidewalk in front of the Palace Theatre and accidentally damaged the marquee.
Mr. Dore: Is that all under one vendor?

Mrs. Mackert: No, two its Wagner Electric Signs estimate for repairing all but the repair of some wiring on the marquee is $5,960 and South Shore Electric Inc’s estimate for the wiring repair is $130.00. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase orders to repair the Lorain Palace Theatre Marquee.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Amendment to Subrecipient Agreement between City of Lorain and Lorain Growth Corporation (contract no. A.08.22). Please consider approving an amendment to Contract No. A.08.22 to extend the completion date from December 31, 2009 to December 31, 2010.  This Contract is the Subrecipient Agreement between the City of Lorain and the Lorain Growth Corporation (LGC). LGC had a change in leadership/structure in May of 2009, which resulted in a significant reduction in its personnel costs. As of December 31, 2009 the contract had a balance of $6,142.22 which was previously appropriated and set-aside. This remaining balance will be fully expended by December 31, 2010 to reimburse LGC for eligible expenses. 
Mayor Krasienko: Is that for rehab?

Mrs. Mackert: Last May they had a change in personnel and they have not had a director since the remaining months of 2009 and they have been moving forward with an administrative assistant and they have continue to have updated newsletters to get the new throughout, and this is just the remainder of what is on the Subrecipient Agreement. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the amendment to Subrecipient Agreement between City of Lorain and Lorain Growth Corporation Contract No. A.08. 22.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following: 

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Police Department for Prisoner Laundry Service – Angelica. We are asking for approval for purchase order in the amount of $6,000 for laundry service with Angelica for the remainder of the year. 
Mr. Dore: There is a good chance we will be switching and doing this in house but we should go ahead a approve this purchase order and in event we switch vendors for this we will close this purchase order. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Angelica in the amount of $6,000.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
