Present: Mayor Tony Krasienko; Phil Dore, Safety Director; Debbie Alves, Clerk; Rey Carrion, Community Development; Corey Timko, Utilities Department; Lt. Rohner, Police Department
The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Krasienko:  Request from Police Department regarding police renovations with Vasu Communications in the amount of $12,293.58. This is for audio/video recording equipment for Detective Bureau & Large Conference Rooms.
Mr. Dore: Are you here to speak regarding this?

Lt. Rohner: I’m here if you have any questions.

Mayor Krasienko: Several months ago Lt. Rohner, Sgt. McCoy and Officer Nimon were assigned to research and make a recommendation on replacing the outdated audio/video equipment in the detective bureau and four (4) interview rooms. They were also instructed to research and make a recommendation on adding audio/video equipment to the detective and large conference rooms. Lt. Rohner completed the attached recommendation on April 5, 2010. After careful review I concur with his team’s recommendation. Final cost for this project is $12,293.58 which is only $293.58 over the projected budget. The funds will come from the building fund project. The audio/video recording equipment in the detective interview rooms is obsolete, breaks down often and needs replaced immediately. 
Mr. Dore: This is something that really needs to get done and the money is there, so I would go ahead and approve this purchase.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase of audio/video recording equipment with Vasu Communications for the amount of $12,293.58. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Krasienko: Request from Utilities Department regarding the approval of $69,357.56 to W.W. Williams for rental and upkeep of portable generator that was needed to power the treatment plant while repairs were being made to electrical substation. The generator was needed due to the fire that occurred at Black River Plant on February 9, 2010. This fee will come from the Capital Outlay – Facility Improvement Account and then reimbursed through our insurance company. Did our ordinance also say “cover any future amounts?
Mr. Timko: I don’t know Elva and Tony Dore put that together. 
Mayor Krasienko: Well if we had any idea on how much it will be or how much more it will need to be, we could put a not to exceed a certain amount.

Mr. Timko: Before Council meeting tonight I could get from Tony Dore any future invoice or what future expense he suspects that maybe coming. They pulled the generator a couple of weeks ago, so there billing takes time.
Mayor Krasienko: Well we are going to have to make a motion consistent with the ordinance that is before council this evening.

Mr. Dore: So I will move to approve the $69,357.56 and any other future amounts to W.W. Williams for rental and upkeep of portable generator at Black River associated with plans for the substation. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the $69,357.56 and any other future amounts to W.W. Williams’s contingent upon Council approval tonight May 17, 2010. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities Department regarding the purchase from Aquamark for geotube bags in the amount of $15,000.00. Request for the purchase from Aquamark are for the bags used for sludge collection and dewatering. Bags are one-time use. So are we going to move off that corner (Oberlin & First St.) the next time we use these?
Mr. Timko: We are going to try to; we are going to probably do the bags here in the next couple of weeks.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Aquamark in the amount of $15,000.00 for geotube bags.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to add to the agenda the following two items:

1. Request from Community Development for NSP-Project-Emergency Demolition.

2. Request from Police/Jail Department for Ouaffers.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item is to approve the following: 

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development for NSP Project – Emergency Demolition. The Department of Community Development requested three (3) proposals relative to the emergency demolition of 2908, 2914, 2918 & 2920 Pearl Ave.  These were all sealed informal bids; the proposals received are as follows:
1. All American Trucking & Excavating

$24,880.00

2. All Aspects Contracting


$28,700.00

3. T.G. Eschtruth Inc.



$32,900.00

We hereby recommend that award be made to All American Trucking & Excavating in the amount of $24,880. Funds for this expenditure shall be borne from the existing NSP Demolition account. Further, we also recommend that an emergency asbestos abatement contract be awarded to JP Incorporated in the amount of $3,800.00. JP Incorporated performed the asbestos survey and is very familiar with this structure. This is a dangerous structure and could collapse at anytime. Also we have a letter from the Ohio Historical Society authorizing the demolition of these properties immediately on an emergency basis. This is going in front of Council tonight May 17, 2010 because it being over $25,000 with the asbestos demo but there is no doubt of the emergency involved with this Demolition. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and award to All American Trucking & Excavating in the amount of $24,880 and to JP Incorporated in the amount of $3,800.00 for the demolition of 2908, 2914, 2918 and 2920 Pearl Ave. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following: 

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Police/Jail Department for Quaffers. This is for Quaffers to supple jail food for $2.85/meal not to exceed $12,000. Is this to addition to?

Mr. Dore: Well, we did a purchase order that was under $5,000 and the first two weeks they did like $2500 and they still have another week or so left on the purchase order but they are evaluating them and they want to make sure before they go to bid that they are going to be happy with that otherwise they might go a route that might not require a bid so we are just seeking approval on this so we don’t go out to bid if it is unnecessary, because if its though the County we won’t have to go out to bid, but if they like Quaffers they will have to. So this is just approval up to $12,000 and that previous $5,000 is included in this up to $12,000.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve a purchase order to Quaffers not to exceed $12,000.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
