The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Vorys, Sater, Seymour & Pease LLP for Special Legal Counsel on Lighthouse Village Urban Renewal Plan Area in the amount of $20,000. The purchase order will be used for special legal counsel services to assist the City in pursing development opportunities and economic incentives for the urban renewal plan area. The Law Department is in accord with the use of Vory’s for the projects. The funds will be from the Lighthouse Village Bond Issue, Ordinance No. 156-06.

Mayor Krasienko: What do we have left for them to work on? I know that they drafted the original. Is this an addendum to there contract or is that just a new contact?

Mr. Bauer: This will be a new one.

Mayor Krasienko: Is there a contract attached with that? 

Mr. Bauer: No, Legal Services and Professional Services, we have not had contract in the past.

Mayor Krasienko: They should send over an agreement.

Mr. Dore: We have been doing at least an hourly agreement, an hourly rate. 

Mayor Krasienko: Move to approve the expenditure pending an (hourly) agreement being sent over. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Vorys, Sater, Seymour & Pease LLP for Special Legal Counsel on Colorado Ave. Industrial Area Urban Renewal Plan area in the amount of $20,000. The purchase order will be used for special legal counsel service to assist the City in pursuing development opportunities and economic incentives for the urban renewal plan area. The Law Department is in accord with the use of Vory’s for the projects. The funds will be from the Section 108 Professional Services Account or other appropriate account from the development funds related to the Riverbend Commerce Park and in accordance with Ordinance No. 175-07. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is this for the same thing?

Mr. Bauer: Yes, and the following one is also.

Mayor Krasienko: Move to approve the expenditure pending an (hourly) agreement being sent over. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Vorys, Sater, Seymour & Pease LLP for Special Legal Counsel on Lorain West Urban Renewal Plan Area. The purchase order will be used for special legal counsel services to assist the City in pursuing development opportunities and economic incentives for the urban renewal plan area. The Law Department is in accord with the use of Vory’s for the projects. The funds will be from the Lorain West (Heritage/Deerfield) Bond Issue, Ordinance 128-07.

Mayor Krasienko: This is also the same, so move to approve the expenditure pending an (hourly) agreement is to be sent over. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Action Plumbing in the amount of $235.00. We had a new bathroom installed on the first floor for Mrs. Camacho. I was called out to inspect the back up in the bathroom and noted there wasn’t a problem.  I was called out a second time because of a backup in the bathroom again. This time after running the sink and shower they stated to overflow and not go down the drain. Please consider this as an emergency so that Mrs. Camacho has use of her bathroom. Action Plumbing was contacted to clear the main drain. He gave a bid of $140.00 to clear the main drain, $95.00 for any additional drains that may require clearing. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Dore: Community Development has requested approval for Ohio Furnace in the amount of $248.88. Ohio Furnace installed a new furnace and A.C. unit this last winter for Mr. Elliot. Upon a return visit to charge the A.C. unit the condition of the hot water heater vent was discovered by Ohio Furnace. He stated that immediate attention is needed because of the carbon monoxide that was venting into the house. Please consider this as an emergency for the health and safety of the homeowner. Ohio Furnace gave a bid of $284.88 to repair and vent the hot water tank properly. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is a secure loan, Owner Occupied Rehab. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for contract with Christopher Heiland for Colorado Industrial Park Dumping and Vandalism Prevention work on the weekends. Amount of purchase order would be for $4,900.00.

Mr. Dore: Now, is he going to be replacing Thomas Hutchinson?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes.

Mr. Dore: Did Thomas drop out?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes, he felt he couldn’t do without having some type of insurance. He does not want to be an independent contractor and I told him that is not how we do it. Also we hope once we get the security cameras this will all be faded out eventually. 

Mr. Gilchrist: He is being paid $7.50?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes

Mayor Krasienko: Is there a $4900 contract?

Mr. Goldberg: No, it’s a $4900 Purchase Order, the contract can be terminated within seven days is how it will be written. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and  Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye,  Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Donation and Bargain Sale of Land from Robert and Shirley Taylor to City. We have renegotiated the donation and bargain sale of the land located at the North East corner of Garfield Blvd. and Missouri Ave. from Mr. and Mrs. Taylor. The new terms are bargain sales price of $14,700.00.  The actions items to be approved are the following: 

1. Approve the Acquisition of the property located at the North East Corner of Garfield Blvd. and Missouri Ave. as a bargain sale and donation form Robert and Shirley Taylor for $14,700.00.

2. Approve a Purchase Order to Land America Lawyers Title (Lorain County Title Co.) as escrow agent and Title Company of record for this transaction in the amount of $14,700.00 for the above transaction.

Mr. Dore: Now this does have stimulation that demolition will be paid for, correct?

Mr. Goldberg: Section 14 of this agreement – All demolition of the site and environmental must be completed before transfer of title. There is another section in this agreement due to the spirit of this agreement, Section 16 – In the event that the environmental costs exceed the estimate of $2,450.00 that the owner has obtained because of unexpected condition, owner has the option to void the transaction, but we do not have any obligation to buy once its clean and demolished. 

Mr. Dore: Does the demolition agreement include the approaches?

Mr. Goldberg: Yes, everything taken out.

Mr. Dore: Great.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye,  Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Utilities Department has requested approval for CenturyTel in the amount of $10,114.80. This is for two Cisco network switches needed to implement the new phone system at the Water Purification Plant. The funds will come from the following accounts:

1. Water Pollution Control – Electronic Equipment

2. Water Works – Electronic Equipment.

Mayor Krasienko: These switches are needed due to the upgrades of the new phones.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye,  Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Parks & Recreation Department has requested approval for Joe Filak Stadium Services in the amount of $10,270.

Mayor Krasienko: This item is going to be held in abeyance.
