The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Engineering Department has requested approval for Supplemental agreement no. 2 OPWC project no. CI 08 J & CI 09 J. City of Lorain contract no. 07-24 General Contractor: Shelly Company. Supplemental Agreement no. 2 is to pay for work performed that is not part of this contract work. This needed work was discovered after the contractor performed work on this line and after televising the line with City of Lorain sewer crews, it was discovered there was additional blockage on this line that was outside of the contractors repair area. Additional funding from City of Lorain storm sewer funds is required to have this repair made. 

Mr. Reagan: This is all on one work order. This is something they found during construction and we can take care of it for the cost of $2,925.00. 

Mayor Krasienko: Can it be covered with the contingency?

Mr. Reagan: We probably won’t have enough contingency but it will come from the Storm Sewer Funds. 

Mr. Gilchrist: Supplemental Agreement No. 2 to the Shelly Company in the amount of $2,925.00 will be paid from the Storm Sewer Funds.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Police Department has requested approval for Takedown Enforcement Products in the amount of $8,985.00. Theses items are needed for road patrol and the replacement of unserviceable items. 

Mr. Dore: These are replacement for radar equipment; portable breath tester and they are getting $500 trade in for unserviceable radars. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Change in Specs at 313 W. 29th St. in the amount of $300.00 for Loar Construction. The back porch roof was stripped and found that the main rafter was rotted away at the baring point. Two other rafters are rotted at their ends and will require repair. Loar Construction is doing the new roof. They gave a bid of $300.00 to repair the rafters and sheathing.

Mayor Krasienko: This is a rehab loan?

Mr. Gilchrist: Yes and the $300.00 will be paid from contingency.   

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Columbia Gas Service at 3836 Toledo Ave. in the amount of $500.00. The infill house at 3836 Toledo Ave. is still being advertised for sale. An additional $500 is requested for Columbia Gas. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for CDW-G in the amount of $7,198.00. Consideration for portable, ruggedized, laptop computers, and the quotes were received through the MIS Department. These ruggedized computers will allow the staff to operate with more flexibility from home or other off site locations. This is becoming increasingly important as staff meet off-site at construction sites, manufacturing facilities, or other places of business. The ruggedized computers are engineered to withstand water, being dropped or other light damage as may occur in our workplace. The laptop computers are quoted at $3,599.00 each. The department is requesting approval to purchase two computers for a total of $7,198.00. The purchase will be paid for from the Indirect – Capital Outlay account.  I do have one question on this and it is, why does it have to be Tough book?

Mayor Krasienko: That is what was recommended by the MIS Department and I think that is the same one they use for the Police Cruisers and they have a little bit of a track record and this is a purchase for two so that is about right for Tough books with the requirements for memory. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Dore: Community Development has requested approval for Change in Specs at 1103 Washington Ave. for All-Pro Sewer Cleaning in the amount of $305.00. All-Pro was asked to give a price to snake out a backed up kitchen sink in the second floor apartment. They gave a bid of $95.00 to snake the drain line. Mr. Elliott stated that he was getting a sewer gas odor in his bedroom. There were two open drain lines located in the basement, which hopefully resolve the problem. All-Pro gave a bid of $210.00 to cap off the two open lines.  

Mayor Krasienko: This is a secure loan and this does not exceed the program limits. 

Mr. Gilchrist: I have abstained from voting due to a conflict with this being a relative. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…abstained,  Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.
