The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Housing Rehab for 1736 Livingston Avenue owned by Sharon Cole. At this time we are requesting Board of Control approval and award to Ted’s Floors for the vinyl flooring and carpet installation for $1,774. Theses costs will be added to the Owner-Occupied Rehab Loan for Ms. Sharon Cole. Concurrently, we will be canceling our $1200 remaining at Famous Supply for materials not needed. 
Mr. Hopewell: We obtained competitive quotes for the finished flooring that would allow LCCC’s Construction Renovation Tradesman Program to focus on the finish work for the carpentry, plumbing and electrical.

Mayor Krasienko: So all they have left to do on this rehab project is the floor covering?

Mr. Hopewell: No, they are doing trim work, carpentry and electrical. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is there an allowance for the carpeting? Because, Home Depot quote is very detailed and Ted’s Flooring says “Carpet Installed with 6lb. Pad”, I just want to be able to compare Apples with Apples.
Mr. Hopewell: The quotes received were as follows:
· Home Depot - $1978.72

· Ted’s Floors - $1774.00
Mayor Krasienko: As long as they are comparable, motion to approve the contract with Ted’s Floors in the amount of $1,774.00

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Proposed Agreement between the City and Lorain City Municipal Board of Health to provide inspection services for blighted, abandoned or foreclosed properties identified as nuisances for the purpose of demolition and land baking in accordance with the Neighborhood Stabilization Program. 
Mayor Krasienko: This was passed by Lorain City Council, right?

Mr. Hopewell: Yes, Lorain City Council previously passed Ordinance NO. 60-09 on May 18, 2009 authorizing the Service Director to enter into the agreement with the Lorain City Municipal Board of Health so that the City may begin to expend NSP funds on nuisance demolitions. 

Mr. Gilchrist: This agreement specifically authorizes the City to pay the Lorain City Municipal Board of Health staff costs and related expenses not to exceed $57,000 from the Neighborhood Stabilization Program funds for the above referenced inspection activities. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the proposed Agreement between the City and the Lorain City Municipal Board of Health.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for Moore House Storm Water for approval of contract with Terminal Ready Mix. This is for a contract with Terminal Ready Mix for improvements to the alley drainage around the Moore House on 4th St. in Lorain. The grading in the alley is causing problems with flooding at the Moore house and a solution has been designed by the Engineering Department. Terminal Ready Mix has reviewed the engineering plans and has proposed to make the repairs for $14,400.00. The project will be paid for with funds from the Storm Sewer Fund.
