Present: Mayor Tony Krasienko; Phil Dore, Safety Director; Tony Hoholski, Utilities – Black Water WWTP; Drake Hopewell, Community Development
The first item is to approve the following:
Mayor Krasienko:  Request from Utilities – Black River WWTP for additional work for the Bureau of Underground Storage Tank Regulations (BUSTR). This is a proposal for additional work for the Bureau of Underground Storage Tank Regulations at the City’s two underground storage tank sites. This additional work is necessary to complete the required reporting obligations. The site is located at Black River Plant. The total cost to complete this project is $13,500.00, which will be done by Malcolm-Pirnie. The funds are to be taken from the Capitol Outlay – Facility Improvement Account. 
Mr. Dore: Is this the total for up grading or just the information?

Mr. Hoholski: We removed two (2) fuel tanks years ago, it wasn’t done properly. BUSTR changed the rules and they want it cleared up. They did an original investigation last year, drilled some sample holes did some sampling and found out there is some additional work needed. They gave BUSTR what they found. BUSTR said I need you to do more work, one by the water plant they need to do additional study for the ground water, another at the Black River Plant where they did find some materials in the ground. This proposal is just for further testing for BUSTR. 
Mayor Krasienko: The further testing is being requested because they found some contamination in the initial testing? Which was not covered by the first contract? 

Mr. Hoholski: The first invoice was for the three soil borings. Malcolm Pirnie will not charge for the new borings if they are installed in the same mobilization as required. In addition, in order to assist in completing this project to the satisfaction of the City of Lorain, Malcolm Pirnie will reduce our invoice for the previous work completed by $2,000 for a new total of $12,500. 

Mayor Krasienko: Did they find anything on First St.?

Mr. Hoholski: No, they didn’t find anything in the ground water, but they need to dig down deeper and scan out further, but so far they haven’t found any contamination. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order to Malcolm Pirnie in the amount of $13,500.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko:  Request from Community Development for Home Owner Occupied Rehab Loan for Sandra B. Smith at 714 F. St. Lorain. Sandra B. Smith, owner of a property located at 714 F. St., applied for needed rehabilitation and repairs at a house she bought and made it her home on October 29, 2008. She bought her home “as is” and “paid in full” with monies she got from a “small disability settlement” due to her medical and physical conditions. Miss Smith applied for assistance for needed rehab. and repairs to her home that had been vacant for some time. She is a single disabled person, 53 years of age, living alone with no living relatives in town. Her monthly income is from Social Security benefits in the amount of $904.30, after a monthly deduction of $96.40 for her medical insurance her monthly payment is $807.00. Her annual benefit is $10,851.60. This household is well below the HUD income standards for one person.
As part of the application process, inspections, work specifications, contractor bids, selection of contractor, etcetera, were performed. There were 25 work specifications mailed to contractors, only 15 responded. After careful review and study of the bids received, 2 were selected for rehabilitation of the property, as follows: Elyria Concrete Step Company for the front steps, railings and pads for the amount of $732.00 and Athanas Builders & Alterations, LLC for the rest of the work for the amount of $27,378.75 as per work specifications. 
At this time we are asking Board of Control to approve and award a Home Rehabilitation Loan in the amount of $31,500.00 for Sandra B. Smith. This will be a deferred loan with a monthly payment of $20.00; the deferred portion will be in the amount of $31,020.00 at a 4 1/2% for 20 years. Loan monies include the payment to contractors $28,110.75, all sot costs ($515.75) and reserve for contingency ($2,811.75). Contractors performing the work will be Athanas Builders & Alterations, LLC in the amount of $27,378.75 and Elyria Concrete Step Company in the amount of $732.00. The City of Lorain’s Community Development Department will hold the only lien to this property. 

What is the square feet of this house?

Mr. Hopewell: I’m really not sure, and don’t have it attached to my paperwork right now.

Mayor Krasienko: It’s not attached with our copy, but we do have one picture. Did she use her entire settlement to purchase the home?
Mr. Hopewell: I believe so. 

Mr. Dore: This property is on the railroad side of the tracks, south of F. Street?

Mr. Hopewell: Yes. 

Mayor Krasienko: Do you know what she paid for the house?

Mr. Hopewell: I am Diana Vannoy will have that price.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to hold the above item in abeyance until further information is received, what she paid for the home, how many square ft. the home is, what the appraisal is. That is a lot of work to be done on a pretty small house.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Safety Director Mr. Dore to hold the above in abeyance. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board holds the above in abeyance. 
The next item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development for awarding an addendum to the contract for the Lorain Police Department Renovation for Relocation and Replacement of ceiling diffusers. Bids received as follows:
1. Johnson Controls - $7,340.00

2. Luxury Heating Company - $8,890.00

3. Rural Heating & Air Conditioning - $5,1000

4. Gross Plumbing - $121,250.00

We are asking Board of Control to award and approve Rural Heating & Air conditioning in the amount of $5,100 with a contingency of $500 for a total of $5,600. Funds will come for the Safety Forced Action Plan Bond Fund.

I thought they laid everything out so that they didn’t have to touch any diffusers?

Mr. Dore: I’m really not sure, didn’t know anything about this, but they should have had a drawing from the beginning that should have encompassed that.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve awarding Rural Heating & Air Conditioning in the amount of $5,100 with a contingency of $500 totaling $5,600. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to add a request from Utilities - Water Pollution Control for belts for the sludge compressors from Andritz.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Utilities – Water Pollution Control for belts for the sludge compressors from Andritz. This is to purchase 2 belts in the amount of $6,287.00. Funds will come out of Plant Maintenance Account for two belts and freight charges. 
Mr. Hoholski: These are to have belts on reserve for the sludge presses due to the fact it usually takes up to three weeks for delivery so we don’t have a down time on the machines.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Andritz in the amount of $6,287.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
