The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for approval of contract with Burgess & Niple – Environmental Consultant for US EPA Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund Grant. Please consider approving the City entering into a contact with and opening a purchase order to Burgess & Niple in the amount to exceed $65,000 to provide environmental remediation consulting services for the City’s US EPA Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund Grant (the Grant). The expenses would be charged to UDAG to be fully reimbursed by the Grant. 
Mrs. Mackert: Last year we received a million dollar grant from the US EPA to capitalize a revolving loan fund for remediation at Brownfield, approximately $800,000 will be available as part of that we need to have certified professionals to reference our professionals. For Example if we would go with Burgess & Niple that firm would be able to answer questions regarding environmental. It is budgeted in part of the grant proposals. Seven (7) firms submitted their Statements of Qualifications (SOQ). Don Romancak, Dave Gulden, Doug Rangel and I reviewed the SOQ’s of the seven (7) companies for completeness and qualifications as set forth by the RFQ; and discussed the results with Mr. Gilchrist. Burgess and Niple had the most EPA Brownfield revolving loan fund experience and has the quality and quantity of professional staff needed to effectively guide the City of Lorain through the EPA RLF process. 
Mr. Dore: Was it in the ad for pricing?

Mrs. Mackert: No, we didn’t including pricing in was to submit Statements and Qualifications. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with Burgess & Niple not to exceed $65,000.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities-Black River WWTP for purchase of Diffusers. This is for the approval in the amount of $13,520.00 to obtain 1300 diffuser membranes ($10.40 each) and an estimated $375.00 for shipping and handling fees for Pelton Industries. The diffuser membranes are used for the operation of the Aeration Tanks at the plant. The membranes control pollution used to aerate wastewater for sewage treatment. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Pelton Industries in the amount of $13,895.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request Utilities-Black River WWTP for purchase of sludge pump. This is for approval in the amount of $16,129.00 (plus shipping and handling fees of approximate $100.00) for a complete Raw Sludge Pump to be used at the Black River WWTP Pump Station. We would purchase the pump from Schultz Fluid Handling. The current pump is in constant need of repairs and it would cost just as much to fix it completely as it would to acquire a new pump. 
Mayor Krasienko: The only question I had is that is shows to add Tungsten Carbide rotor and Princo run dry protection assy, wouldn’t you want to add that to this order?
Mr. Tony Dore: Yes, that wasn’t added? That has an emergency shut off just in case and starts pumping air it will shut down and won’t burn up the motor. 

Mr. Dore: Well adding those options will still keep us under the bid threshold, so you definitely want those?

Mr. Tony Dore: Oh for sure.  
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the amended purchase order in the amount of $20,454.00 for Schultz Fluid Handling Equipment for Sludge Pump. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for purchase of two (2) White Landscaping Trailers. This is for the purchase of two (2) 7’ x 16’ white landscaping trailers in the amount of $3,686.90 each for a total of $7,373.80 for use by the Utilities Department Landscaping Crew. These are enclosed trailers?
Mr. Timko: Yes, all equipment will be able to be locked within.

Mayor Krasienko: We had this in the budget?

Mr. Timko: Yes, we appropriated some money out of other accounts that had some extra money.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase of two (2) landscaping trailers in the amount of $7,373.80 with USA Trailer Sales. 
The next item is to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for the continued Maintenance Agreement on the Neptune Handheld Computers. This is for the handheld computers used for the reading of the water meter system and in the amount of $11,535.00.
Mr. Timko: We have so many of them and this will keep up the maintenance on the equipments as needed. We had to have one repaired and it cost almost $3,000 and this maintenance agreement covers all the repairs, etc. 
Mr. Dore: Motion to approve the Maintenance Agreement with Neptune Equipment in the amount of $11,535.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Police Department to Award Bid Contract for Sierra Wireless Pinpoint X In-Car Modems. This is with Pinpoint X Device (cell, GPS) with 3 year warranty in the amount of $36,000.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to award and approve the contract with Brite Computers.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Police Department to Award Bid Contract for Automated Vehicle Locators (AVL) & Software. Five companies submitted bids: Vasu Communications, Brite Computers, Geo-Spatial Technologies, New World Systems, and TAC Computer. The Police Department’s goal is to obtain the best solution with the available funds. The City IT Staff, D. Moore and I reviewed all five bids and recommend that Brite Computer be awarded the contract providing both the Sierra Brand Wireless Pinpoint X modems and AVL Software. Brite Computers offers the best solution to meet all the critical needs. Ironically, and with surprise, Brite Computers also was the lowest bid received on both the modems and software.   

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to award and approve the amended contract with the option in the amount of $23,854.50 for Brite Computers. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
Mr. Gilchrist: Motion to add request from Community Development for South Shore Community Development for Varouh Oil Inc.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development on behalf of South Shore Community Development (St. Joes) for emergency Purchase Order for Varough Oil in the amount of $209.65 for synthetic ISO150 cooling tower oil. The cooling tower is running on almost empty. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the emergency purchase order to Varough Oil in the amount of $209.65.
