The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Acquisition of 904 Oberlin Ave. I respectfully request your approval of the acquisition of 904 Oberlin Ave. This property will be acquired for NSP Acquisition Land Banking and then Demolition. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and authorize for the Service Director to sign all donation and closing documents to acquire 904 Oberlin Ave. and the approval of a purchase order in the amount of $1,501.00 to the Title Company designated by Wells Fargo or their legal counsel to cover estimated closing costs and the $1.00 donation.  
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Loan Request – St. Joe’s Community Center. For your review is a $200.000 loan request to the City of Lorain as manager of the St. Joe’s Community Center that was approved by City Council as Ordinance 87-10 on June 7, 2010. Funding includes $150,000 from the UDAG Revolving Loan Fund and $50,000 from the Economic Development Fund for expenses related to the management and operation of the center. The Service Director will enter into loan documentation that will include but not be limited to repayment of the borrowed funds from UDAG at an interest rate of 0% over a six (6) year period at $25,000 annually, paid on April 1st each year starting in 2011. Repayments will be derived from a 20% of payroll withholding taxes from the VA; 50% of payroll withholding taxes from all new tenants locating in the center; and any shortfall not covered to be paid from the Economic Development Fund. The repayment of the UDAG loan shall be secured by a pledge of non-tax revenues from the Economic Development Fund. 
Mayor Krasienko: When do payments begin on that loan?

Mr. Rangel: April 1st, 2011. So we have some time.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the loan request. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  
At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department to award contract for Omaha Avenue Sidewalks from East 36th to East 39th Street. On June 17, 2010, the City opened bids for the above referenced project. Three companies provided bids. The engineer’s estimate for the project was $34,494.70. Charles Akers Construction, Inc., was the low bidder at $28,457.27, which is less than the engineer’s estimate. Bid tabulation as follows:

· Smith Paving and Excavating       $34,542.12

      $39,034.08
We are recommending that the project be awarded to Charles Akers Construction, Inc., in the amount of $28,457.27 plus 10% contingencies for a grand total of $31,303.00.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for approval of purchase of new vehicle through State Purchasing. We would like to amend the original request for Liberty Ford to Harrison Ford and price in the amount of $20,444.55. The 4x4 Ford Escape provides a better quality motor, (V6 motor), better traction in the snow, stability for driving @ the Utilities Department’s RTI Site, where Mr. Timko has frequent meetings. The previous request for 2010 Mercury Marnier (from Liberty) is only equipped with a 4 cylinder motor and is only front wheel drive and does not include the tow package. 
Mr. Dore: Did price go up because we added something?

Mr. Russell: Yes, this vehicle has 4x4.

Mr. Dore: Is this vehicle for the Director?
Mr. Russell: Yes.

Mr. Gilchrist: This is State Purchasing, correct?
