The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for repairs at 3480 Colorado Ave. Someone turning off the exterior gas meter during the winter of 2007, which caused pipes to freeze and burst, vandalized this building. Extensive damage to the interior of building resulted. 

Mayor Krasienko: This item will be held in abeyance for further information. 

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development for requested approval for Business Loan for Carlos Velez for an amount not to exceed $10,000 to make necessary improvements to the building at 2910 East 28th St. to relocate his barbershop business from his current space on Pearl Ave. that sustained damage to the façade that closed his business down at that location. 

Mr. Rangel: As we transfer real estate it will take a first mortgage on this building.  

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Jaeger Road Engineering Contract Modification. After lengthy discussions with the KS Associates and the Engineering Department, the decision to proceed with Administrative approval was made. The City has the funding capacity in the Superior Medical note that was issued last year to pay for this amendment. The note is being repaid from TIF revenue received from the Superior Medical development on Leavitt Rd. This will increase the total compensation for this contract from $498,779.00 to $528,779.00. Construction of the improvement is to come from TIF revenue from the Lighthouse Village shopping center.  

Mayor Krasienko: This doesn’t include any property acquisition, correct?

Mr. Goldberg: No

Mayor Krasienko: There is enough money in TIF for property acquisition?

Mr. Goldberg: There will be, this is a well-funded TIF coming from Lighthouse Village. We have revenue generating from the Home Depot already beginning, Kohls the restaurant and also the new medical building, so that will be a well supported TIF.

Mayor Krasienko: This item will be held in abeyance for further information. 

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Purchase Agreement for 1804 E. 32nd St. for Land America Lawyers Title in the amount of $41,800. Purchase agreement for the acquisition of 1804 E. 32nd St. and the adjacent west vacant and build able lot. It is a brick home with excellent architecture and should be renovated and resold as a rehabilitated owner-occupied single family home. The vacant lot is an excellent location for an affordable owner owner-occupied in-fill home in the future. 

Mr. Goldberg: This is a great property and lot to complement everything else we are doing on that strip of land. 

Mr. Gilchrist: I did look at this and this is a good project. 

Mayor Krasienko: How much do you think this would cost for renovation of this property?

Mr. Goldberg: I am thinking around $40 - $45,000, I would guess but its depending also on how the basement was treated and its surrounded around quality housing in the area. 

Mayor Krasienko: This item will be held in abeyance for further information. 

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for All American Trucking and Excavating for additional $500 for Demo at 240 Washington Ave. Due to the fact that All American Trucking had to remove its equipment from 240 Washington; the contractor now has additional mobilization costs, which include removing the equipment and then returning the equipment to the sit.  All American has submitted a bill for $500.00 to cover all of these expenses. This will bring the total proposal and project cost to $5,480.00. The funding will be paid from the Home Demo account.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gildchrist: Engineering Department has requested approval for City of Lorain Local Roadway Rehab. 2007-2008 Supplemental agreement No. 2 Contract 21-B in the amount of $1,800.00. Supplemental Agreement No. 2 for work items performed that was not covered in the original contract. The need for the additional thickness of concrete slabs is to reinforce the gate chamber on 1st St. and an unknown sewer line repair on W. 20th St. west of Ashland Ave. Additional quantity is requested for this supplemental agreement for possible unknown work with the remaining streets.  The funds for these items will be paid for form contingency funds for this project. 

 Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Engineering Department has requested approval for City of Lorain Roadway Rehab. 2006-2007 Supplemental Agreement No. 3 Contract 20-B in the amount of $132.16. Supplemental Agreement No. 3 is to pay for work performed that is not part of this contract work. In this instance a wire was cut as it was not marked and the homeowner notified us it was an invisible dog fence. The cost is to repair the wire. This item will be paid out of the contingency fund for the project. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Police Department has requested approval for Visual Expressions for lettering on New Police Vehicles in the amount of $5,530.00. This is for lettering the eleven Ford Crown Vics, two Ford Explorers and 1 Chevy Tahoe.  This item was included in Police 2008 budget and will be taken from Special Revenue, Capital Outlay Account. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Police Department has requested approval for CDWG for Patrol Laptop in the amount of $32,391.00. 

Mr. Dore: This item should be held in abeyance to further investigations on items listed.
