Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Change in Specs at 1419 Narraganesett Blvd. for Rogers Construction in the amount of $250.00. Rogers Construction has the wall replacement, pour patio and remove front porch steps. After the steps were removed there were cement blocks missing. A footer will be required and cement blocks laid in order to close up the hole. Rogers gave a bid of $250.00 to close off the opening behind the steps.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval of 2008 Home Program Subrecipient Agreement with Direct Action for housing rehab at 1140 W. 18th St. in the amount of $4,875.00. The home, located at 1140 W. 18th St., was previously purchased and renovations begun by DACL with private financing totaling $43,000 to date. However due to vandalism, more rehab and repairs (totaling $9,000) need to be done at this home. Approval to provide Direct Action for Central Lorain, a $4,875 ( 0%) loan from the City’s 2008 Home Program Funds for the renovation/repair of this vacant, blighted single family home owned by the Agency. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Dore: Community Development has requested approval for All-American Trucking to do emergency work ordered by the Building Dept. and Fire Dept. at 2908 – 2914 Pearl Ave in the amount of $7,800. Collapsing Brick on Bldg. Owned by South Lorain CDC in Conjunction with the City. This work is for the peeling of the front and part of the north façade of the building. An inspection by Fire and Building revealed that brick front of this building could fall any time; they have ordered emergency repairs to be done. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is an emergency and work needs to be done as soon as possible. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Callihan Electric in the amount of $24,257.00. This is for electrical work performed by Callihan Electric at the Pipe Yard Stadium. Callihan Electric replaced all the lamps, ballasts, fuses, and plugs on the field poles at the stadium. In addition, Callihan Electric replaced the backstop poles previously damaged. The entire project cost was $32,802.00.

Mr. Dore: How is the other $8,545.00 being paid?

Mr. Prudoff: The International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers (IBEW) Local 129 covered that portion. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Dore: Community Development has requested approval for Change in Specs at 1103 Washington Ave. for Premium Pest Control in the amount of $415.00. Pest were discovered at Mr. Elliott’s residence and the apartment above. Three estimates were obtained from three exterminators. Premium Pest control gave the best coverage for the cost and we would like to have them to do the extermination. The amount of $415.00 would cover for seven months of treatment. 

Mr. Gilchrist: I have abstained myself due to the fact of this being a relative. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…abstained, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Police Department has requested approval for Ohio State Highway Patrol in the amount of $8,964.00. This is needed for the annual lease of the LEADS machine, to check for expired plates, arrest warrants, divers’ licenses, etc. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Police Department has requested approval for Vance’s Law Enforcement in the amount of $5,017.00. The XDPM’s are batteries for the tasers, the Silver Blast Door is the summer weight (shorter), cartridges for the tasers and the Green Blast Doors (longer), are the cartridges used for winter weight. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
