The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Utilities Department – Black River Waste Water Treatment Plant has requested approval for Pro-Tech Engineering in the amount of $14,700.00. This is to purchase a new SCADA system for our Idaho diversion tank. This would include a controller and radio telemetry to connect to our current system that we are in the process of converting all the stations to do. The current system that was installed when the tank was built is not in working order. As a result we are not able to capture the overflow of the station before it bypasses into the Black River. The new controller that we are requesting is currently set up in other stations and is on the radio telemetry that we are now monitoring the stations from. We have been working with Pro-Tech for several years now, and they have installed controllers in several other stations and at the PQM plant.  

Mr. Hoholski: This was in line to be updated this year. The new controller would give us the capability of monitoring exactly what is going into the tank. We can’t hen drain the tank from the plant in the evenings and weekends when the flow is low without having to send an employee out to open the drain valve and back to close it when the tank is drained. 

Mr. Gilchrist: The funds will be paid out of the Capital Outlay-Electronic Equipment Account. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested a Change in Specs at 1426 W. 19th St. for Burge Building Company in the amount of $174.96. A section of the front porch was to be replaced by Burge. After the original decking was removed it was determined that additional decking will be required to repair the damaged flooring 36sq. ft. extra flooring needed to be replaced. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is a secure loan?

Mr. Gilchrist: Yes, and amount shall come from contingency. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Dore: Community Development has requested a Change in Specs at 1103 Washington Ave. for Homenik Door Co., in the amount of $1,180.00.  This is for labor and materials install two 8’x7’ steel garage doors with openers. 

We received five bids as denoted below:

1. Action Door Co. - $1690

2. Homenik Door Co. - $1180

3. J & J Door Inc. - $1260

4. DiFrancesco Garage Door - $1420

5. Raynor Overhead Door - $1514

After careful review of the bids submitted we are requesting approval of Homenik Door Co. in the amount of $1180.

Mayor Krasienko: This is a secure loan and this does not exceed the program limits. 

Mr. Gilchrist: I have abstained from voting due to a conflict with this being a relative. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…abstained, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Street Department has requested approval for Lakewood Supply Company in the amount of $7,937.30. This is for epoxy coated hook bolts and hook bolt inserts (anchors) along with small hand tools needed for concrete work. We need these items for the work scheduled on Oberlin Ave. along with other concrete streets we will be working on this summer. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
