The first item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Rehabilitation Loan (held in abeyance June 15, 2009) for Sandra Smith 714 F. Street. 
Mr. Hopewell: Basically, this is for the Sandra Smith rehabilitation loan with the additional information that was asked for. This was a foreclosed home brought from Fannie Mae for $10,000. After-improved value via appraisal is $53,000. Has $4,000 in savings, but she is single head of household with disability. She also must pay for taxes, insurance, any unexpected expenses and furniture from her income and/or savings. Total household square footage is 990 sq. ft. Also, we have gotten the Law Director’s opinion on Athanas Builders and Alterations and that the use of Glomar Electrical was acceptable, but John Athanas, owner of Athanas Builders has indicated his plan to use Newschaefer Electric, Inc in place of Glomar Electrical to perform the electrical work on Ms. Sandra Smith’s housing rehab project. Neuschaefer Electric is a state approved electrical contractor who is licensed, bonded and insured to do business in the City of Lorain. 
Mayor Krasienko: What the Law Director ruled on was not the Ethics Law that is out there that says that a city employee can not work on a city’s project, he did not rule on that. 

Mr. Hopewell: I think that the most important thing from here is that Athanas Builders have replaced Glomar Electrical with Neuschaefer Electric.

Mayor Krasienko: This will eliminate the issue with the Ethics Law. 

Mr. Hopewell: I was hoping the Board of Control would move to approve and award Athanas Builders.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve and award rehab. loan to Sandra Smith in the amount of $31,500.00. Contractors performing the work will be Athanas Builders & Alterations, LLC in the amount of $27,378.75 and Elyria Concrete Step Company in the amount of $732.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above. 
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department – Water Pollution for Pro-Tech Engineering to purchase a new SCADA system and controller for Kansas pump station.  
Mr. Bereki: Currently we have no communication at the Kansas pump station and all the other stations have already converted over to this system. This will be the last station.

Mr. Gilchrist: This will be the last station to be converted?

Mayor Krasienko: Completely? 

Mr. Bereki: Well, major pump stations, we have some small ones like in Spitzer’s and the Colorado one is already on the new system.
Mr. Gilchrist: This is provide one (1) control panel with PLC, I/O and HMI, labor for installation of Control Panel and radio telemetry and re-wiring in the amount of $14,870.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase to Pro-Tech Engineering in the amount of $14,870.00
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above. 
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for Sommer’s Mobile Leasing, Inc for rental of temporary trailers at Sewer Department. This is the rental of four (4) job/office trailers for use by Water Distribution, Water Engineering and the Sewer Dept. during the renovation of the new Utilities Building located at Oakpoint & West Erie Ave. for approximately eight (8) months in the amount of $12,000.00. The $12,000.00 will be split between Water and Wastewater funds. 

Mr. Timko: We are demolishing our distribution office. We are getting the Purchases Orders now to cover for the whole eight months period.   
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase to Sommer’s Mobile Leasing, Inc. in the amount of $12,000 for the rental of four (4) trailers over the next eight (8) months. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for an increase approval for Rebman Systems, Inc. This item was approved by Board of Control on June 22, 2009 in the amount of $11,143.85. However, further review of the project indicates that additional equipment is needed to provide proper surveillance of the property which now brings the total price to $13,243.23.
Mr. Timko: This was my mistake; there were some other pieces of equipment that are needed. I had left off some additional components that are needed to outfit this system. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the increase of the purchase order to Rebman Systems, Inc up to the amount of $13,243.23.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
