· Mailbox Works  -  $9,003.18 (for 144 usable mailboxes)

· Salsbury Industries  - $6,443.40 (this company could only make 96 usable mailboxes fit into our opening)

Community Development recommends awarding this purchase to Mailbox Works for the not to exceed amount of $9,500.00. This amount includes a small contingency. 

Mr. Dore: The issue here is that Salsbury was the lowest bidder but could not make the size and amount of mailboxes needed for all personal.
Mayor Krasienko: So they couldn’t meet the specs?

Mr. Cantu: There mailboxes could not be made to the custom size needed to fit in the opening already made.

Mayor Krasienko: Are these customs made or are they stocked?

Mr. Cantu: Custom made, but I think Salsbury was trying to use what they have stock size; I don’t think they make custom size from what I have gathered.
