Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Acquisition and Renovation of 2957 Cleveland Blvd., 2474 S. Jefferson St. and 1021 West 29th St. Questions?
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to hold all three above items in abeyance.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Business Loan Request with Prime Industries. For Board of Control review is a loan request summary approved by Loan Review Committee at our August meeting. Prime Industries has been in the City since 1997 and had been a good corporate citizen. This request is to allow an advance against their loan for $24,000 that will be part the initial pay down. There will be no other changes to the loan as interest and monthly payments will remain the same. Loan maturity will also remain the same but a future extension at the same terms would only move maturity out six months. Prime has a good payment track record with the Bank as well as the City. 
Mr. Rangel: What we are going to do is extending them out six months.

Mr. Gilchrist: Okay, just a couple of questions, are we in second? First is Huntington and third is Huntington?

Mr. Rangel: Yes, we are in second and yes, Huntington is in first and third.

Mr. Gilchrist: So the current balance is for $376,996 for a 120 monthly payments based on 4.25% interest rate?
Mr. Rangel: Currently they are on a 10 year payback. The additional payment requirements has prompted the owners to take significant pay-cuts as well as small pay-cuts by employees as minor changes to their health care plan that will allow the company to stay afloat.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Rehab or City Property 2217 W. 13th St. to remove Advanced Wiring & Security Solutions and awarding Homeworks General Contracting to provide a security system at the above address. 
Mr. Hopewell: Advanced Wiring & Security Solutions was awarded the contract on July 20, 2009 but since then they have requested to be released from their bid. So we are asking you to award Homeworks General Contracting for $1,100 the next lowest bidder. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the change in award from Advanced Wiring to Homeworks General Contracting in the amount of $1,100.00.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities Department for Firelands Electric Contract. This is for Firelands Electric Inc. to install two transformers and run wiring for five temporary work trailers. The trailers are needed to house the Distribution, Sewer and Water Engineering sub-departments due to the demolition of the Kansas Ave. Bldg. and the future construction at the Sewer building site. Price for the work to be done is $9,384.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with Firelands Electric in the amount of $9,384.00.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item is to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Water distribution Department for the Purchase of Copper. We would like your approval in the amount of $5,480.00 to obtain a purchase order for Copper Tubing at Water Distribution. This will be use to install and repair water services. Did I sum it up Chris? 
Mr. Bunce: What we usually do is take this out of yearly contracts, but right now with the fluctuation in prices no one will guarantee us prices more than 30 days. When our bids go out in November the are only guarantying us that price till the end of December, when in actuality that is for January 2010.   So what we do is reject all of our bids and when we do need the cooper we go to the vendors (3) different ones to get quotes and take the lowest one. 
Mr. Gilchrist: So, they lowest is HD Waterworks?

Mr. Bunce: Yes, they came in the lowest at $5,480.00.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order request with HD Waterworks.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Building Utilities – Purification Department for Sludge Collection Bags. This requested funding is for purchase of bags currently being used for sludge collection and temporary storage. The bags are semi-permeable and are designed to retain sludge while allowing water to escape reducing the cost of disposal. Is this $7,000 or one sludge bag?
Mr. Miller: No, they are $3,500 each so the purchase is for two (2) in the amount of $7,000.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase with Aquamark in the amount of $7,000 for two sludge bags.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification Department for 2010 License to Operate. This is a required yearly expense for Ohio EPA in the amount of $25,300.00.
Mr. Dore: Can we approve this; doesn’t this have to get Council approval first?

Mayor Krasienko: We can approve with subject to council approval; Motion to approve the 2010 Ohio EPA license to operate contingent upon Council approval. 
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
Mr. Gilchrist: Motion to add Utilities – Black River WWTP Purchase of Diffusers.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
The final item is to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Black River WWTP Purchase of Diffusers. I would like your approval in the amount of $6,415.00 to obtain 600 diffuser membranes ($10.40 each plus shipping and handling) from Pelton Industries. The diffuser membranes are used for the operation of the Aeration Tanks at the plant. The fee will come from the New Equipment – Maintenance Account. 

Mr. Berki: Normally we would order 2,000 of them, but I requested a quote for the 600 and shipping.

Mr. Gilchrist: So this is for 600 Diffuser in the amount of $6,240 and shipping in the amount of $175.00 totaling $6,415.00?

Mr. Berki: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order to Pelton Industries in the amount of $6,415.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and support by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
