Mr. Gilchrist: Engineering Department has requested approval for Supplemental Agreement No. 1 OPWC project no. CI 33 L – North Ridge Rd. City of Lorain Contract No. 08-14 in the amount of $525.00. This is for work that was not including in the original contract. The funds for these items will be paid for from contingency funds for this project.

Mr. Timko: We contacted four major vendors of the hydrants and H.D. Supply was the least expensive quote. We usually order fire hydrants two to three times a year and we like to keep ten to twelve in stock at all times.

Mr. Dore: So it’s a purchase price and it goes on the State Bids?

Mr. Timko: Yes, we can either buy thirty of them all at once or we can to ten, two to three times a year it doesn’t matter it won’t change the price. 

Mr. Gilchrist: So it is done this way because of storage space?

Mr. Timko: Yes.

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Kenneth Heiland and Chris Heiland in the about of $6,000.  I respectfully request your approval of a purchase order in the amount of $6,000.00, for Kenneth and Chris Heiland for Night and Weekend Watchman security work at Colorado Industrial Park and other areas the Service Director has requested which was the 21st St. under path. The benefit of this service is the reduced cost of cleaning and disposing of debris that is dumped at the industrial park and other areas the city has recently cleaned, the prevention of damage and/or theft to the City owned building at Root Rd. and Colorado Ave., and theft of construction material and equipment on sit. 

Mr. Dore: Are these two gentlemen working hourly or as sub-contractors?

Mr. Goldberg: They are sub-contractors and they have to file 1099’s.

I neglected to figure in a delivery fee for the limestone backfill @ $2.40 per ton for 90 tons equal $216.00. A P.O. was approved on August 11, 2008 for Lafarge Construction for $1,075.50 back fill materials. Funds for these costs approved on Ordinance no. 117-07 and will come from the Home Program & Rental Rehab. Professional Service Accounts.

Mr. Gilchrist: Community Development has requested approval for Owner Occupied Rehab Loan – Part two for Minnie Dowd at 122 East 33rd St. On the Board of Control of August 11, 2008 this loan was approved in the amount of $25,000.00 (including soft costs and contingency) as an emergency for roof replacement work. The roof contractor already scheduled the work and it will be completed on a timely manner. At this time we are submitting this information for your consideration, approval and award, as follows:

· Athanas Builders & Alterations LLC – Demo/carpentry, sheet goods, kitchen and bathroom work, flooring, paint, glass block windows, and windows in the amount of $11,607.50.

· C. Francis Builders – Electrical, kitchen and basement plumbing and fixtures and sump pump crock/drain work in the amount of $8,335.00.

· Elyria Concrete Steps Company – Front and rear concrete steps with railings in the amount of $1,300.00.

Mr. Dore: I move to approve the above mention contractors and the amounts.
