Mr. Gilchrist: Mayor’s Office has requested approval for 2009 NOACA Dues in the amount of $17,525.00.These are for dues to NOACA from July, 2008 to June 30th, 2009, NOACA transportation and environmental planning work is essential to the region’s economy, infrastructure and environment. The dues serve as vital matching funds for federal and state apportionments and allocation that NOACA receives as the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for Cuyahoga, Geauga, Lake, Lorain and Medina counties.

Mr. Gilchrist:  Community Development has requested approval for Pearl Ave Traffic Analysis. We have requested additional proposals for the Pearl Avenue traffic analysis from three companies. Of the three companies I directly contacted, DLZ, R.E.Warner, and TMS Engineers (Bramhall), only one company submitted a proposal. TMS Engineers’ proposal for a traffic analysis of $15,800.00 is $300.00 more that the proposal submitted by URS, Inc. R.E. Warner indicated that they were not ODOT pre-qualified for this type of work and DLZ was non-responsive. It is my recommendation that the City proceed with this traffic analysis with URS, Inc., as they are the most competitive, for the amount of $15,500. Funds are set-aside in an existing account. 

Mayor Krasienko: With all proposals being here and with URS, Inc., being the lowest at $15,500.00, I move to approve this agreement with URS, Inc.

Approval of purchase agreement and acquisition of property located at 1804 East 32nd including adjacent vacant lot in the amount of $40,000 plus closing costs not to exceed $1,800.00.

Mr. Gilchrist: Funds will come from the Safety Forced Action Plan Bond Fund.
