The cost  is $5,412.75 on state purchasing.  This system is being used for review purposes and we are scheduled to receive possibly 50 camera systems from a federal grant.  We would like to analyze the capabilities of the camera to determine if it will fit our needs.  Do you want to speak to that at all?

Mr. Dore:  It’s pretty self explanatory in the fact that there is a possibility we could be getting 50 cameras and this system is out of a state grant  and we just want to make sure it does everything its supposed to do or it needs to do.

Mr. Gilchrist:  So these are the cameras inside the vehicles?

Mr. Dore:  Right, which we have none at this time.  The City of Lorain does not have that capability.  So if we get this grant for the cameras this is just basically doing the homework to make sure that we’re not doing something that’s not going to work out for us.   

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Robert Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
