Present: Mayor Tony Krasienko; Robert Gilchrist, Service Director; Phil Dore, Safety Director; Liz Foster, Acting Clerk; Tony Hoholski, Utilities; and Jim Reagan, Engineering Dept.
The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from the Engineering Department regarding bids for Local Roadway Rehab project 2008-09, Ohio Public Works Commission Project , Round 22.  On Tuesday, September 23, the city received six bids for the above referenced project which is the Local Roadway Rehab project.  The results of the base bids are as follows and a complete bid tabulation is attached:  Smith Paving & Excavating, Inc. $1,195,104.95; Kokosign Construction, $1,272,419.80; Shelly Company, $1,284,003.19; Erie Blacktop Inc., $1,349,243.55; Karvo Paving Company, $1,352,344.29; and Perk Company, $1,393,292.70.  All bidders are pre-qualified by the Ohio Department of Transportation.  The City Engineer’s estimate is $1,272,704.69 and the lowest bid amount is below the estimate.  The Engineering Department recommends the award as follows:  To Smith Paving for a total cost of $1,195,104.95 plus a 10% contingency in the amount of $119,510.50 for a certified contract amount of $1,314,615.45.  The award of this contract must be made contingent to the approval of the request to proceed by the Ohio Public Works Commission and the project is funded with OPWC and City of Lorain funds.

List of the streets:  East 29th St., West 33rd St., West 37th St., Kansas Ave., Miami Ave. and Pearl Ave.

Mr. Reagan:  Its pretty self-explanatory.  Smith was the low bidder and we are recommending the award be made to Smith and this project will extend into next year.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to award to Smith Paving for the total contract price of $1,314,615.45.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Next is a request from the Engineering Department regarding Cooper Foster Park Road to Oak Point Road to 1100’ Easterly which is supplemental contract number 5.  The following supplemental contract is for additional seeding required due to building up the embankment, additional striping and 5 monument boxes.  The total dollar amount for the approximate cost of the above work is $3096.80.  This is to install new monument boxes for $2,000.00, additional seeding and mulching for $646.80 and additional striping on the southeast corner of Cooper Foster Park and Oak Point for $450.00; for a grand total of $3,096.80 and this is Terminal Ready Mix.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the supplemental contract.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Next is a request from the Engineering Department regarding Omaha Avenue Improvements. East 35th Street to East 36th Street, supplemental contract number 1.  The following supplemental contract is for installing a new manhole at 36th Street and tapping into the existing 30” storm main.  This would be the contractor Terminal Ready Mix.  The Omaha Avenue Improvement total dollar amount which is to install new doghouse storm manhole for the approximate amount of $2,730.00.

Mr. Reagan:  I would note also that we’re not performing another manhole in this job so this one’s a little more expensive because it’s a doghouse manhole but the one we’re eliminating will defray some of that cost.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to concur with the supplemental contract.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows:  Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Next is a request from Community Development regarding the Eagles Building Acquisition.  This is an approval of the balance of funds into Escrow account with Land America Lawyers Title to facilitate the repairs and renovations by the Lorain Palace and respectfully requesting consideration of placing this on Board of Control.  This is asking for approval of the final step of escrowing the balance of appropriated funds for the Eagles Building project.  The Board of Control originally approved the acquisition and escrow survey closing costs in the amount of $309,950.00.  These funds would be placed in escrow for the transaction.  It is now necessary to approve the escrowing of the balance of the $410,000.00 in funds approved by Lorain City Council, which is the sum of $100,050.00 into escrow in order for the Lorain Palace to expedite the draw down of loan proceeds when the renovations and improvements to the property are complete.   Please note that it is our understanding that the $410,000.00 will be reimbursed from the Grant per the regulations and guidelines approved by the State of Ohio.  The action item here is the authorization of a purchase order to Land America Lawyers Title in the amount of $100,050.00 for the purpose of escrowing the funds for the renovations and improvements to be undertaken by the Lorain Palace. 

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the purchase order.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows:  Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.
The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Next is a request from the Administration to enter a contract between the City and Compensation Consultants Inc. for Workers Compensation Industrial Commission of Ohio.  Did you want to summarize on this.

Mayor Krasienko:  This is about the same price that we’ve paid before we’re just moving to a different company.  It’s $16,500.00 for an annual fee, it’s billed out monthly to perform all the underwriting rating services, claims control, TPA workers comp.  Motion to approve the contract with Compensation Consultants Inc.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows:  Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mayor Krasienko:  Add that to the addendum for consideration.

Mr. Gilchrist:  It has been properly moved and seconded to add this to the Board of Control agenda for September 29th.  Motion passed unanimously.   Dear Board Members it has been brought to my attention from our insurance inspector that our current boiler needs to be replaced.  I requested bids from five local vendors and received four.  As requested we got additional bids from Suburban Pipe and Lucas Plumbing.  These bids will include the two additional.  The results are as follows:  Gidich Heating & Air Conditioning Inc., $34,809.00; McArthur and Sons, Inc, $28,334.00; Northern Refrigeration Systems, Inc. $19,880.00; Lucas Plumbing, Inc., $19,788.00; Suburban Process Piping, Inc., $17,803.00; Gross Brothers, Inc., $16,987.00.  As in the first round of bids, Gross Brothers were the lowest bidder.  They also came in and evaluated our building to insure that the bid will be sufficient.  With that being said I would like to recommend Gross Brothers for the job of replacing our boiler and the funds will be taken from the Black River Facility Improvement fund.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the replacement of the boiler to Gross Brothers.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows:  Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
