The Lease and Purchase Option Agreement that was approved by City Council on September 8, 2009 as Ordinance 116-09, this ground lease is for a 1.2 acre parcel of land on the southwest corner of Colorado Avenue and Root Road. The Lessee will construct a Pizza Hut building that will initially have carry-out and delivery in which $400,000 or more will be invested and will employ at least 2 full-time and 10 part-time employees. Lease terms require monthly payments of $1,500 for a period of 60 consecutive months and include five additional lease term extensions of 36 months each at increasing rater. Agreement also includes a purchase option based on a price of $150,000 with Lessee receiving one-third on monthly payment credited against the purchase price. The lease is attached hereto that specify additional terms and condition.
