Office of the Safety/Service Director

Present: Mayor Tony Krasienko; Phil Dore, Safety Director 

The first item was to approve the following:  

Mayor Krasienko: Request from Community Development for the Service Director to execute an agreement and right of entry for fire training purposes with Cuyahoga Community College at 812-818 North Central Drive.  Tri-C Fire Academy (who also trains Lorain Fire personnel) has requested potential locations to evaluate for the purposes of conducting their October “Live Burn” training program.  The property at 812-818 North Central Drive is a good match for this purpose as it has good access, buffers from other properties (prior demolitions), a slab foundation, and four units that can be segmented into three separate “instructional” fires.  Tri-C will obtain an asbestos survey, removal all asbestos materials, roof shingles in the building and obtain all EPA permits, board up all windows and secure property and obtain liability insurance in the amount of $2,000,000.00 protecting the City on the property and return the property after completion of the “instructional fires” completely boarded up and secured which we will then forward for demolition.  Is this one of the ones that was on the list that we bid out?
Mr. Wilhelm:  No.  This is one of the ones that was already burn but it’s in that cul-de-sac to the right.  It has a North Central address.

Mayor Krasienko:  We would have to forward the agreement to the Law Director for his review, approve the liability insurance through the Law Director and we would have to get proof of all modifications to EPA.   

Mr. Dore:  We checked with fire department and it’s not a problem.
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to authorize the Service Director to sign the agreement pending legal review.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mayor Krasienko:  Request from Community Development to award the maintenance contract for ODJFS at 642 Broadway.  Request for proposals was sent out to for different companies to provide for certain maintenance and housekeeping services per the lease with ODJFS for the space at 642 Broadway.  We received three actual bids from the following companies:  Jani-King:  monthly fee of $575.00 with additional cleaning options (per lease):  carpet shampoo $0.15-0.25 per square foot, strip, re-seal tile floors $0.25-0.35 per square foot, and window washing both interior and exterior at $0.05 per square foot.  Based on lease, total annual cost estimated at $8,075 to $8,425
Mr. Wilhelm:  On the second page it shows a breakdown from the different charges for charged by square foot.

Mayor Krasienko:  Depending on the condition of the carpet.  Obviously if it’s heavily soiled it will be more.  Next is Gergely’s Maintenance King with an all inclusive monthly fee for housekeeping per lease is $690.00 per month with a total annual cost of $8,280; P & B Cleaning Service’s monthly fee for housekeeping per lease is $1,800 per month plus an additional $1,200 for intermittent services for a total cost of $14,400.  Both Jani-King and Gergely are nearly identical in price with Jani-King having a price range on certain services and Gergely’s price being fixed.  It is recommended that Gergely’s be awarded the contract as their location is in close proximity to the site and the cost is fixed.  Award of the contract will be for $690.00 per month and it will start from October 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011 or nine months.  All three contracts did not include supplies for toilet paper, paper towels, soap or trash bags due to uncertainty of the number of people being located there on a daily basis.  So pretty much the average cost of Jani-King was basically the fixed cost of Gergely’s.   Motion to enter into contract with Gergely’s Maintenance King for $690.00 per month for a nine month contract.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye; Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mayor Krasienko: Make a motion to add to the agenda request from Community Development for Jani-King for janitorial services for St. Joe’s Community Center for July of 2010. This is janitorial services for July 2010 for Jani-King in the amount of $$5,200.00 for St. Joe’s Community Center.  This is a continuing maintenance for St. Joe’s Community Center.  Make a motion to approve the purchase order for Jani-King.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.
