Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development regarding owner occupied rehab loan of home for Stephany Kurowski of 1900 Reid Ave., Lorain in the amount of $27,350.00. Stephany Kurowski, widow, is 87 years of age, living alone on a very limited income form social security. She owns her home located at 1900 Reid Avenue, Lorain, where she has lived for many years. Due to her age, physical condition and limited income she is not able to hire someone to do the needed work at her home. Her annual income is $14,464.80 from social security. The City of Lorain will hold a first mortgage position on this property. 

At this time we are asking the Board of Control to consider, approve and award for Stephany G. Kurowski of 1900 Reid Ave., Lorain, an Owner Occupied Rehab Loan in the amount of $27,350.00 at an interest rate of 4-½ % for a term of 20 years, with $20.00 monthly payment. Work will be performed as follows: The Burge Building Company, Inc. – will patch water damaged plaster ceiling on second floor for $700.00; C. Francis Builders, Inc. – will update the electrical service for $950.00; Elyria Concrete Step Company – will install pre-cast concrete steps with railings for $796.00; Gross Brothers Plumbing, Heating and air Conditioning, Inc. – will do replacement of main stack, check soil stack and furnace repair for $1,284.00; Homeworks General Contractors, Inc. – for installation of vinyl replacement windows, security storm door with dead bolt and door knob, and vinyl siding for $12,250.00; and Raymond Roofing, Inc. – roofing, gutters and downspouts for $8,313.00. Work will begin promptly, soon after it is approved. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Owner Occupied Rehab Loan in the amount of $27,350.00 for Stephany Kurowski.

At this time I would like Board of Control to approve purchase order in the amount of $15,550.00 for the payment of the Annual Discharge Fee here at the Black River Wastewater Plant. This fee is an annual fee to the State of Ohio base on flow and is not negotiable. The fee will come from Water Pollution Control Permit Fees fund.
