The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development regarding approving contract with The Mannik & Smith Group in the amount of $54,550. Please consider approving a contract with The Mannik & Smith Group to act as the Ohio Voluntary Action Program (VAP) Certified Professional (CP). This consultant will assist in the execution of the City’s Clean Ohio Revitalization Fund (CORF) contract for remediation activities at the former Lorain Ford Assembly Plant in partnership with IRG. The request for Qualifications was advertised on May 12th and the Statements of Qualifications were received on June 9th, 2008. Ranking of the three consulting firms that responded to the City’s RFQ is out of 130 points:

· Golder – 115

· Kemron – 80

· Mannik & Smith – 102

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contract with Mannik & Smith Group in the amount of $54,550.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for Infill house located at 1607 E. 34th St. purchased by Ms. Irma Charles. On September 19th, 2008, the administration and I received a letter from Ms. Irma Charles, an infill homeowner that indicated she had bats in her home’s attic. She include a proposal from Lake Wildlife Services who had gone out and inspected her home and verified that bats had entered her home in the back dormer areas. He recommended removing the bat colony and sealing both primary and secondary entry points. His price for this work is $852.00. On 9/26/08 Dennis Pastron of the Community Development Department went out to Ms. Charles home to do an inspection. Although he did find potential entry points, it is his opinion that they are not code violations. Further this structure has passed all required building inspections conducted by the Lorain Building Department (during and after construction) and was issued a Certificate of Occupancy. Mr. Pastron contacted five other nuisance animal trappers to inspect and give a quote to remove the bat colony and seal the home. They all declined or did not respond except for Thorn American Wildlife. Mr. David Thorn conducted an on-site inspection (on 10/4/08) of Ms. Charles’ home and verified that bats had entered her home in the back dormer areas. After his inspection he indicated that he is too busy and declined to quote this job at this time. Since all the companies contacted declined to give quotes, we only have the one bid from Lake Wildlife Services. 

Mr. Dore: Have we identified how the bats really got in? 

Mr. Hopewell: Yes, and they included that on there proposal to remove the bat colony and sealing both primary and secondary entry points. 

Mr. Gilchrist: So how is this our responsibility? According to this there are no code violations and this property was issued a Certificate of Occupancy.

Mayor Krasienko: So why aren’t we having the Roofing and Siding Contractors come out to seal up this potential entryways?

Mr. Hopewell: The warranty for the roofing and siding is one year. 

Mayor Krasienko: Who was the siding and roofing contractors?

Mr. Hopewell: Siding was Modern Home Improvement and roofing was Raymond Roofing.

Mayor Krasienko: If they won’t come out and seal up what are potential entry points from outside rodents then they should be disqualified from bidding on our projects from here on out. 

Mr. Hopewell: I understand that but why pay them to come out and close entryways when Lake Wildlife Services will remove the bats and seal for one price instead of two prices. 

Mr. Gilchrist: It just seems we are doing someone else’s work.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to hold this item in abeyance till we get two other bids. Will do a special BOC on Wednesday to deal with this if you have the two additional quotes. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to hold this item in abeyance. Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department Omaha Ave. Improvements East 36th to East 39th Supplemental Contract No. 2 in the amount of $8,482.89. The following supplemental contract includes the following items, repair work done on a newly tapped storm main, mailbox removal and relocation, and trees that needed to be removed to install the new infrastructure. 

Mayor Krasienko: Mailbox and trees weren’t identified in the beginning?

Mr. Reagan: No, it wasn’t part of the original contract. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No. 2 in the amount of $8,482.89.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department Supplemental Agreement No. 2 OPWC project no. CI 33 L – North Ridge Rd. – City of Lorain contract no. 08-14 in the amount of $3,332.20. This is a request for approval for funding for various work items. These items include work where inlets were replaced and upon excavation various pipe material was removed and replaced. Also the signage will be updated in the school zone to meet Ohio Department of Transportation standard. These work items were not in the original contract. The cost for this work will be paid for from contingency funds for this project. 

Mayor Krasienko: What was the updating on the school zones?

Mr. Reagan: Just the signage and proper crosswalks.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No. 2 in the amount of $3,332.20.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department Supplemental Agreement No. 3 OPWC project no. CI 33 L – North Ridge Rd. – City of Lorain contract no. 08-14 in the amount of $2,283.75. This is a request for approval for funding to clear vegetation at the North Ridge culvert on the north side of this street. The vegetation is a traffic and pedestrian hazard. These work items were not in the original contract. The cost for this work will be paid for from contingency funds. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is west of Elmwood Cemetery?

Mr. Reagan: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No. 3 in the amount of $2,283.75.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
