There was a $50.00 omission from the total amount on the original Purchase Order. Please add the $50.00 to this change order so that Rogers Construction can be paid in full. Amount of contract will not exceed program limits.

This is for a purchase of 111 new holsters for our officers, which was included in our 2008 budget. The lowest cost come in at $10,767, through Vances Shooter’s Supplies. The current issued holsters are worn and outdated. The new model is constructed of molded laminate and will last longer than the current leather holster. This will be paid from our Special Revenue Fund. 

Mr. Dore: We did get multiple bids, even one from a local supplier, but apparently they weren’t even close.  

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the expenditures for new holsters through Vances Shooter’s Supplies in the amount of $10, 767.00.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Water Distribution for Trumble Industries in the amount of $8,890.00.  This is for a 12” water valve insertion to be performed by Trumble Industries. This process will install a water valve on the 12” water main on Broadway between West 21st and West 28th St. with out turning off any water. This is important because the area suffers from several broken water main valves and few hydrants in need of repair. 

Mayor Krasienko: I spoke with Chris Bunce this morning and he also talk with Lucas Plumbing to see if they could do this type of work and they could put in the valve but they would have to order equipment to be able to do it without shutting off the water. This is something that Lucas will look into acquiring in the near future, so at this time motion to approve the request for Trumble Industries in the amount of $8,890.00.
