The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development regarding approving contract with All American Trucking and Excavating for the Demolition of 1788 E. 29th St. in the amount of $7,970.00. Three proposals were obtained as follows:

· Lad Trucking - $9,200.00

· Elbert  - $8,400.00

· All American Trucking and Excavating - $7,970.00

This property was acquired as part of the Pearl Ave. revitalization project and is to be the courtyard for the El Dorado project at East 29th and Pearl. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contract with All American Trucking and Excavating in the amount of $7,970.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Water Purification regarding 2009 EPA License to operate a water purification plant to State of Ohio Treasurer in the amount of $25,300.00. This is an annual and mandatory expenditure. Funds are already in the 2008 budget. 

Mr. Dore: Doesn’t this need to get Council approval?

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve 2009 EPA License in the amount of $25,300.00 contingent upon Council approval if needed. 

Mr. Gilchrist: Per Mark Provenza “ No Council approval needed.” 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Police Department regarding Vasu Communications for purchase of five Kenwood portable radios in the amount of $9,526.25. This item is for our Narcotic’s Officers and it is covered under the state-purchasing contract. The current radios are over seven years old and the frequency is in need of repair. Additionally, the new radios are digitally encrypted, which means that scanners will not be able to intercept them. 

Mr. Dore: This was not in this year budget but I check with Kathy and she stated there is money in the budget to pay for the radios. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase of five Kenwood portable radios through Vasu Communications in the amount of $9,526.25.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Black River WWTP regarding Sludge trial Purchase Order increase. The original purchase order is for a trial to save on sludge disposal using geotubes in the process. Initial results are encouraging. I need to increase the original P.O. from $3497.50 an additional $3765.50 for a total of $7,263. This increase is necessary for the purchase of additional polymer, plastic pipe, a polymer feeder and pump. This addition will also save $400.00 for rental as we are purchasing the unit, which we can utilize in several places besides this trial. The funds are to be taken from the Black River Chemical Fund. 

Mayor Krasienko: How is the trial going? 

Mr. Hoholski: It is going very well. 

Mayor Krasienko: Is that the pump we are going to buy, the one we are renting now or is it a brand new pump?

Mr. Hoholski: It’s a brand new pump.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Purchase Order increase in the amount of $3,765.50 for the Black River WWTP Sludge Trial. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The final item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Administration Service Department for Systems Pack, Inc., in the amount of $6,867.50. This is for blue recycle bags (printed) for 250 cases. These cases are priced at $27.47 for a total amount of $6,867.50.  

Mayor Krasienko: These are for the order of blue printed recycle bags, Terry Tomaszewski from the Health Department who did the original purchasing back in 2004 got me some quotes from Systems Pack, Inc., in two different quantities on is for 250 cases and the other is for 400 cases. We are going to go with the 250 cases, which is half of what we did, prior, until we figure out where we are going with the recycling program. Motion to approve purchase of 250 cases of recycling bags from Systems Pack, Inc., in the amount of $6,867.50.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Phil Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
