Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Fire Department regarding approval of the removal of an underground fuel tank at Station #7 at West Park Dr., here are the following quotes:

· Eschtruth Inc. - $12,000

· Advanced Containment Systems - $11,447

Chief Brown: I have submitted two quotes one for Eschtruth Inc., and the other for Advanced Containment Systems. The quote from Advanced Containment came in at least money and it’s a time sensitive case and they are available now.

Mayor Krasienko: Is this under concrete now? Is it a area where we drive on?

Chief Brown: Yes and yes, the only problem is that we are going to have to temporary patched that with Asphalt for now and then later concrete, because you need at least a year of settling time for this project. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the proposal for Advanced Containment Systems in the amount of $11,447.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department for Jaeger Road Engineering Contract Modification by KS Associates in the amount of $68,437.00. The modification was the result of additional design services requested by the City. The source of the funds shall be from the note proceeds issued in 2006 as a part of the Lighthouse Village Urban Renewal Plan, being repaid by payments from Superior Medical Development. 

Mayor Krasienko: This is for Jaeger Road for the design changes to include the bike path, uneven paving for the intersection at Jaeger and Colby.  Motion to approve the contract modification in the amount of $68,437.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for proposals for TJ Staton Sports Connection at 3480 Colorado Ave. The City of Lorain requested proposals from several local contractors in connection with the repair to the former Jano’s Dodge building, 3480 Colorado Ave. This building suffered significant damage due to a water line break in January of 2008. The City requested proposals in an effort to repair the building to its original condition and allow a prospective user, Mr. TJ Staton, to complete his own improvements and renovations to convert this former auto dealership into a state-of-the-art professional baseball training facility. The Lorain City Council approved legislation authorizing the lease of this building to Mr. Staton’s on 11/17/08. Staton’s Sports Connection would like to open with a Christmas Camp on December 26, 2008. The following contractors were contacted in connection to this project:

Funds for this expenditure shall be borne for the existing CIP Account. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contract with C. Francis Builders in the amount of $24,870 contingent upon us reviewing plans and specs before the signing of contract. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Pearl Ave., Project. In an effort to expedite the Pearl Ave., corridor project here by request approval relative to professional services for the renovation of 2914-2908 Pearl Ave.

This work shall include the interior design for renovation to the proposed first floor of the El Dorado Senior Center layout as well as the second floor apartment design. Funds for this expenditure shall be borne form the existing accounts as follows:

Rental Rehab   - $12,500

Home Disposition - $4,500

This design work is required to be performed by an architect and certified engineering firm, by the City of Lorain Building Department and building code, before any plans or permits can be issued for this project. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve contracts with Arkinetics Inc., Sandhu & Associates, Inc., and Gedeon, Fredrick & Company.  

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Owner Occupied Rehab., loan for Mr. Calvin L. Morton. This item will be held in abeyance pending further information. 

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for demolition request at 2310 Elyria Ave. Calvin Morton, an 84-year-old disabled gentleman owns the above referenced property which is to be demolished. We have obtained two bids for demolition as follows:

1. Lad Trucking Inc. – Labor and materials to demolish the house (including the basement and detached garage, backfill, seed and straw.  $6,900

2. All American Demolition – Labor and materials to demolish the house (including the basement and detached garage, backfill, seed and straw   $6,870

At this time we are requesting approval to award this demolition work to All American Demolition for $6,870. A lien will be filed against the vacant property after the demolition and against 2313 Elyria Ave., to insure the City’s position. A Lenders Title Insurance Policy to insure the City’s first mortgage position on both properties is also acquired. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with All American Demolition for $6,870.00

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for purchase order increase for LaFarge North America at 10th & Brownell Infill Site in the amount of 4118.41. On August 18, 2008, the Board of Control approved a P.O. increase for $216.00. The actual stone and delivery fee exceeded our estimated amount by $118.41. We are asking the Board of Control to approve the amount of $118.41 to LaFarge North America for the anticipated amount still needed to complete the job. These funds will come from the Home Infill account or the Rental Rehab Account in accordance with the Ordinance No. 117-07 passed on July 30, 2007.

Mayor Krasienko: Does this get wrapped into the loan? 

Mr. Romancak: Yes.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order increase for LaFarge North America in the amount of $118.41, contingent upon price being wrapped into existing loan.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Capitol Square Consulting, Inc., in the amount of $24,200. Please consider approving a contract with Capitol Square Consulting, Inc. (CSC) in the amount of $24,200 from the UDAG account. CSC was instrumental in securing a $410,000 line item on the State’s Capital Budget for the Eagles/Palace Theater Project this past June. It is expected that the City will rely significantly on CSC to assist in the completion of the forms and documents needed for presentation to the Ohio Cultural Facilities Commission Board meeting scheduled for May 2009. Mr. Antonoplos of CSC has a good working relationship with the Director of the OCFC. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the contract with Capitol Square Consulting in the amount of $24,200.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification for GA Industries. Purchase orders for this vendor are for the replacement of check valves and pumps used to pump sludge from the holding tank to the Black River WWTP and from the Purification Plant to the holding tank. Pumps and valves are malfunctioning and have exceeded their expected lifetime in the field. The requisitions are separate since these are two discrete installations. Money is in the 2008 budget. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the two purchase orders for GA Industries in the amount of $8,040.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification for Brohl & Appell in the amount of $8,000. This $8,000 request is already budgeted. Monies are for estimated start up costs for the Variable Frequency Drive, which requires technician and engineer on-site to monitor start, and for training. 

Mr. Krasienko: Motion to approve $8,000 for Brohl & Appell for VFD start up costs.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Purification for Sieman’s Water Technology for raw screen installation in the amount of $23,811.00. Parts for this project were purchased last year. The installation is budgeted for this year. Quote is for on-site work by this company to upgrade the raw screen in the water plant. Rehab/replacement is long overdue. The quote contains sufficient money for one extra day of work in the event their unforeseen difficulties with the installation. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order for Sieman’s Water Technology in the amount of $23,811.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities-Purification for Hach Co., Meter replacement program plus delivery in the amount of $20,000. This purchase order for Hach Co., is a on going replacement of in-line turbidity meters used to monitor filter performance during penultimate step in treatment process, current meters are no longer supported in the field by Hach Co., and have been in place since 1996. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Hach Co., in the amount of $20,000.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities-Purification for Protectoplas for tanks, connections etc., in the amount of $22,000. Storage tanks and day tank for caustic soda feed system. This is already included in 2008 budget. The additional funds ($2100) needed to cover unanticipated cost of manufacture, shipping etc. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the purchase order for Protectoplas in the amount of $22,000.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities-Purification for Pro-Tech to update computers in the amount of $6,900. Money for this upgrade is in the 2008 budget. This quote is to upgrade SCADA system to allow PCs on this stand-alone network to “talk” to each other. This will allow operators to monitor/change pumps etc. from more than one location. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order to Pro-tech in the amount of $6,900.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities-Purification for Industrial pump for carbon transfer pumps, includes delivery and spare parts in the amount of $9,700. Money for this upgrade is in the 2008 budget. Money is for new carbon transfer pumps replacing old pumps, which malfunction frequently. Transfer of carbon from storage to storage to day tank (feeder). 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order to Industrial pump and equipment in the amount of $9,700.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.
