Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Sewer Department for Lateral Repair in front of 2531 E. Erie Ave. During a TV inspection for the recent repair at 2534 East Erie Avenue, it was found that the lateral in front of 2531 East Erie Avenue was also in the need of repair due to being broken at the connection to the main. With the contractor being on site to repair 2534 and 2531 being close to the site it was determined that it would be less costly to have it repaired when the repair for 2534 was being made. Therefore, requesting $6,000 for the excavation, repair, backfill with stone and compaction at 2531 East Erie Ave. 
The funds for this repair will come from the Maintenance System – Street Improvement Account. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the expenditure with Terminal Ready Mix in the amount of $6,000.00.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Utilities – Black River WWTP Department for Haul Thickener Sludge. This is for approval in the amount of $8,500.00 to cover expenses to haul thickener sludge from Black River WWTP. The 2nd Digester at BRWWTP is currently being cleaned out by Midwest Compost. There is a larger amount of sludge to be disposed of due to the length of time between cleanings. The funds will be taken from the Contractual Services – Sludge account. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the expenditure with Erie County Landfill in the amount of $8,500.00.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities – Purification Department for Geotube Bags for Sludge. This is for approval for three (3) 20’ x 100’ geotube bags used for sludge collection and dewatering. Price of individual bags is the same as earlier in the year. These bags will replace bags removed from old site and will be located next to the sludge dome just west of the filtration building. This site is on City property. 
Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the expenditure with Aquamark, Inc. in the amount for $6,654.00.
