Mr. Timko: Teledyne is a meter we use to monitor our flow and some of those meters are very old (10-12 years old) so we are replacing two of those meters.

1005 East 35th St. – house to be demolished $2,200.00 (+$78.50 in costs) declared nuisance.

923 East 35th St. – next door to above, house to be demolished $1,900.00 (+$78.50 in costs).

1624 East 33rd St. – house to be demolished by Board of Health (in contract) $100.00 (+$78.50 in costs) declared nuisance.
