One unit needs replaced and two units need extensive repairs. These units monitor S.S.O. (sanitary sewer overflow) sites in the city sewers as mandated by the Ohio E.P.A. Their replacement and repair are critical, for we now have three sites out of service. The cost for this service order is $5,472.18. The funds will be taken from Plant Maintenance/New Equipment.
