The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Community Development for Lease Request Staton Sports LLC at 3480 Colorado Ave. Section 108 Loan, for your review and approval is a price to install the turf that will act as the infield for baseball as well as the batting cages. There will be approximately 9,500 s. f. of turf installed. The cost of the turf would b eligible for solid waste money as it is made from recycled material. The cost of the material is $19,051.00. It is estimated that the cost to install the turf will not exceed $4,700. Total cost of material and installation is $23,751.00. The money could come from the HUD 108 revolving loan fund and if he can get a low-interest rate loan through Solid Waste than we can adjust his lease accordingly. The lease as approved by City Council on November 17, 2008 to operate the sports training facility included the cost of the turf and installation. The monthly lease price was increased from initial price to re-pay turf costs and is built into monthly lease price. 

Mayor Krasienko: Could we see if we could go through the 108 and then push it through the Solid Waste loan?

Mr. Rangel: We could surely try. The one thing I don’t want to do is hold him up for his opening date and I don’t know if he has put out any literature with an opening date. I do know there is a sign up there saying,  “coming soon”. 

Mayor Krasienko: I say we go by that approach to try and meet deadlines, go with the 108 get a hold of Solid Waste to see if we can push that.

Mr. Rangel: That’s fine and I do have the application downstairs. The only thing is, if we were to go with that then I would need to adjust he lease accordingly back down, that would be the only request that I have. 

Mayor Krasienko: Better to go down than up. So then what do we need to do, approve section 108 loan?

Mr. Rangel: Yes, and we will put it through and I will keep you informed on how that goes. 

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve the Section 108 Loan for Staton Sports in the amount of $23,751.00.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Administration – Safety Department for Increase of purchase order for Roetzel & Andress. Administration is asking for Board of Control approval for an additional $6,000 increase on purchase order for Roetzel & Andress to pay for additional legal fees.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve purchase order increase in the amount of $6,000 for Roetzel & Andress.

Mr. Gilchrist: Request from Engineering Department for Omaha Ave. Improvements East 35th to East 36th Supplemental Contract No. 2. The following supplemental contract is for storm sewer that was encountered on the project and a fire hydrant that was replaced. This work is due to waterline installation and will be charged to the Utilities Department portion of this project in the amount of $1,451.10.

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No.2 Omaha Ave. Improvements E.35th to E.36th, in the amount of $1,451.10.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye.  Passed unanimously.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mayor Krasienko: Motion to approve Supplemental Contract No. 3 Omaha Ave. Improvements E.36 to E. 39th in the amount of $2,764.81.
