Mr. Gilchrist:  Make a motion to add petroleum from Street Department to the agenda.
Mayor Krasienko:  So moved.

Mr. Gilchrist:  It’s been properly motioned and supported to add petroleum from Street Department to the agenda.
Mayor Krasienko:  Aye.

Mr. Gilchrist:  Aye.  Motion Passed.  Matters for discussion:

The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Street Department for petroleum bid.  There were two bids, one was from Great Lakes Petroleum for lead and diesel and the other was from Petroleum Trades Corporation for lead and diesel.  Great Lakes was for lead .038$ and for diesel .056$ and Petroleum Traders for lead was .029$ and for diesel .033$.  The request is to approve the bid with Petroleum Traders for lead and diesel.  
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the contract with Petroleum Traders Corporation.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for demolition of 2310 Colorado Avenue.  There were four bids:  LAD Inc. - $20,874.35; Eschtruth Wrecking – $14,444.00; EBC Building - $23,051.00; and ALL American Trucking - $12,440.00.  The sealed bids were delivered and opened.  Lowest bidder was All American Trucking in the amount of $12,440.00.    

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the bid to All American Trucking in the amount of $12,440.00 contingent upon verification of the inclusion of the asbestos abatement.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Engineering Department to approve the bid for Roadway Rehabilitation 2010-2011 – Round 24 – Part 1 – to Smith Paving and Excavation in a contract certified amount of $820,988.65.  There were three bids:  Smith Paving and Excavation – base bid $745.988.65; Karvo Paving Company – $895,401.20; and Erie Blacktop, Inc. - $876,755.80.  All bidders are pre-qualified by the Ohio Department of Transportation.  The City Engineer’s estimate was $855,000.00 and all bidders were within 5% or below the estimate.  Engineering Department recommends the award to Smith Paving with a base amount of $745,988.65 plus a contingency fund in the amount of $75,000.00 with a total contract certified amount of $820,988.65. 

Mr. Malick:  We got some excellent numbers.  We expected single pass process but just to keep people honest we drew an alternate in there and it was pretty effective.  Avon Lake bid is similar project and their cost came in at like $7.00 a square yard for their bid.  Ours came in at $4.00.  If we put in a (inaudible) the alternate they opted with a different addendum during the process.  I think we got some good numbers here.   
Mayor Krasienko:  So are we using a single pass?
Mr. Malick:  Yes, that’s in the base bid.  If the alternate was ……
Mayor Krasienko:  Regular mill and fill.

Mr. Malick:  No, an alternative recycle process to compete specifically with that.  And we’re at $4.00 a square yard and there’s a $50,000.00 savings right there from what he had anticipated.

Mayor Krasienko:  Now do we have enough left over from what we’re allotted to OPWC to maybe add another street or no?

Mr. Malick:  We’re locked in by the agreement on that.  What it does do is free up funds for F Street as well as I believe 38th and 39th as part of package.  We haven’t bid those yet.  This really will be able to go in there pretty comfortable.  

Mayor Krasienko:  So we might be able to even expand that a little bit.

Mr. Malick:  Within reasonable limits of the project agreement.

Mayor Krasienko:  Plus if we have anything come up with additional base repairs we’ll have that money to be able to make those as well.

Mr. Malick:  This has a $75,000.00 contingency in case something comes up.  We haven’t spent our jobs out by any means.  We’re sitting pretty good.  The game plan is to get this under contract by the end of the year.  We’ll bill it next spring.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to award to Smith Paving Excavation in the amount of $820,988.65 for Round 24 Part 1. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department to award the bid for sludge hauling to Agri-Sludge in the amount of $194,000.00 per year.  This is for land application or landfill.  The contract is intended to cover January to December 31, 2011 with an extension of two additional one year extensions for 2013 and 2014.  
Mayor Krasienko:  Do we use that amount every year or is that just contingent?

Mr. Gall:  There’s different like the land applications is our primary means of disposal.   So that’s really the one we use.  And that was a great price.  That came in exactly as was in prior four years so that was very good to see.  Price for disposal of landfill went up a little but we don’t often use that   We primarily land it.  Even though they were the only bidder they served us well for the last four years.  

Mayor Krasienko:  Are they getting tighter on that land application:

Mr. Gall:  Yes, very much so.  They’re very cooperative so far as filing reports with the EPA and we do the same so we have not had any problems at all with it as far as meeting the requirements of the land application.  They are very strict with it. 

Mayor Krasienko:  Are we starting to look at some alternatives because I’ve heard their getting ready to phase that out.

Mr. Gall:  Yes, there are some things in the wind now where they’re talking about, initially it was the beneficial reuse was (inaudible) to look at that but there are some other alternatives out there that everybody’s looking at.  For the time being this is still our best alternative.  Right now it’s the best alternative for us is the land application.
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to award to Agri-Sludge.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department to award the bid for chemicals.  The bid opening was November 9th, there were 20 bidders.  You can have the bid tabulations included into the minutes.  I’m going to have to read them because they’re separate.  Recommendation is for the following and just let the minutes show that we’ll include the….I might as well read the numbers.  Aluminum Sulfate  to Delta Chemical Corp. in the amount of $257,440.00; liquid chlorine to Jones Chemicals Inc. in the amount of $115,375.00; powdered activated carbon to Envirogreen in the amount of $48,555.00; granular activated carbon – no bids received so that will be re-bid; granular sodium fluorosilicate to Bonded Chemical in the amount of $33,040.00; potassium permanganate to Sal Chemical in the amount of $11,700.00; calcium hypochlorite tablets to Sal Chemical in the amount of $3,820.00; ferric chloride to International Steel Services in the amount of $47,250.00; ferrous chloride to Kemira in the amount of $36,000.00; sodium bisulfate to Sal Chemical in the amount of $25,976.00; caustic soda to Sal Chemical in the amount of $83,200.00; liquid polymer to Atlantic Coast Polymers in the amount of $143,920.00; orthophosphate to Sal Chemical in the amount of $48,960.00; liquid poly-alum chloride solutions – suggestion is to reject all bids it’s found that that chemical will not be needed in 2011; poly-alum chloride plymer blend to Delta in the amount of $224,460.00 and liquid sodium hypochloride to Bonded Chemical in the amount of $25,000.00.
