Mr. Gilchrist:  Make a motion to add 2010 Fair Housing Sub-recipient Agreement to the agenda.
Mayor Krasienko:  So moved.

Mr. Gilchrist:  It’s been properly motioned and supported to add the 2010 Fair Housing Sub-recipient Agreement.
Mayor Krasienko:  Aye.

Mr. Gilchrist:  Aye.  Motion Passed.  Matters for discussion:

The first item was to approve the following:  

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Community Development for the 2010 Fair Housing Sub-recipient Agreement.  This is the 2010 Fair Housing Sub-recipient Agreement between the City of Lorain and Lorain Fair Housing Board.  It covers fair housing services for the City of Lorain from December 22, 2010 through December 31, 2011.  Scope of work includes review and implantation of the action plan to address the Analysis of Impediments Reports; updating the Lorain Fair Housing Ordinance #147-08 and report to the city council on all fair housing activities during the contractual period plus the normal fair housing activities including complaint investigation, fair housing education, advertising, literature distribution.  Contract is $10,000.00. 
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the contract.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from the Community Development Department for approval of the Sub-recipient Agreement between the City of Lorain and Lorain Growth. This is for the 2011 year and this is for $25,000.00.  Lorain City Council passed ordinance #149-10 on October 18, 2010.  This ordinance allocates $25,000.00 of the city’s Community Development Block Grant 2011 funds to the Lorain Growth Corporation to carry out downtown marketing programs as outlined in their application.    

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the Sub-recipient Agreement.
Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from the Police Department to purchase vests for new officers in the amount of $5,735.20.  This will be coming out of the Police Levy Fund and this is for eight new officers with Fox International as the vendor for the vests.  Level 3A Bulletproof Vests with Trauma Plates for New Hires.
Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the purchase. 

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following: 

Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department for approval to continue the rental of job/office trailers for use by Water Distribution, Water Engineering and the Sewer Department for approximately 12 months from Sommer’s Mobile Leasing in the amount of $12,672.72.  

Mr. Russell:  I have sent out a price to purchase just to get a comparison because I think we’re going to be in things a while longer.    

Mayor Krasienko:  At least 24 months.  If they’re looking at a building instead of renovating an existing building you’re at least 24 months.
Mr. Gilchrist:  So do we want to hold this in abeyance to give you some time?

Mr. Russell:  No go ahead and…….

Mayor Krasienko:  Because how many trailers are there?
Mr. Russell:  There’s four.

Mayor Krasienko:  Four.  At least four – they’re going to be at least $20,000.00 a piece.  
Mr. Russell:  I don’t think we need four.  

Mayor Krasienko:  We can lease for a lot of years.

Mr. Russell:  And then I’m just doing the pro’s and con’s and with leasing we don’t have to fix anything, they come out and fix it.  But if we buy it then we own it.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the lease for 12 months for $12,672.72.

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.

The next item was to approve the following:
Mr. Gilchrist:  Request from Utilities Department for the approval of the purchase of a new vehicle from Harrison Ford, through state purchasing, in the amount of $22,433.50.

Mr. Russell:  This is the one from Harrison Ford, the $23,611.60 and that’s the new quote.  

Mr. Gilchrist:  This is through Liberty Ford.

Mr. Russell:  That’s correct.  The $22,433.50…...  

Mayor Krasienko:  Did we get quotes from anywhere else?

Mr. Russell:  Mike Bass Ford and they can’t do it until January.  But they gave an estimate of $26,000.00.

Mayor Krasienko:  What about Liberty?

Mr. Gilchrist:  We have Liberty.

Mr. Russell:  Liberty if it is awarded.

Mr. Gilchrist:  Liberty is the…….
Mayor Krasienko:  Liberty is cheaper than Harrison?

Mr. Gilchrist:  Yes.

Mr. Dore:  Harrison was state bid also?

Mr. Russell:  Yes.  What I don’t understand is why they’re both state bids and they’re both different prices.

Mayor Krasienko:  Because they can adjust their markup.

Mr. Russell:  They want more money.

Mayor Krasienko:  Yes.  That’s why even on state bids a lot of times if close we get additional quotes.  It isn’t usually huge, but a thousand bucks is a thousand bucks.  

Mr. Russell:  It’s a $1,600.00 difference. Mike Bass just gave an estimate and said he can’t give it until January 9.
Mayor Krasienko:  The only other one would be Elyria Ford to check with but Nick Abraham.  Just have to keep that on the list.  I’m satisfied and that meets the requirements through state purchasing.

Mayor Krasienko:  Motion to approve the purchase from Liberty.  

Motion was made by Mayor Krasienko and supported by Service Director Mr. Gilchrist and Safety Director Mr. Dore to approve the above.  Roll call was as follows: Krasienko…aye, Gilchrist…aye, Dore…aye.  Passed unanimously.  

At this time the Board approves the above.
